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FEAST SITE CHANGES ANNOUNCED The F e s t i v a l  O f f i c e  announced t h a t  due 
t o  seve re  damage t o  t h e  metal b u i l d i n g  caused by heavy snows, t h e  
church-owned convent ion c e n t e r  a t  Mount Pocono, PA w i l l  d e f i n i t e l y  
n o t  s e r v e  as a feast site t h i s  y e a r .  Several o t h e r  possible locations 
are a l r eady  be ing  considered.  Squaw Va l l ey  a lso had t o  be cance l l ed  
as a s i t e  for  the  1978 F e s t i v a l  of Tabernac les  because of problems 
w i t h  n e g o t i a t i o n s  between t h e  Church and t h e  U.S. O l y m p i c  C o m m i t t e e ,  
which now uses  t h e  v a l l e y ' s  B ly th  Arena t o  t r a i n  f u t u r e  Olympians. 

Fresno, a c e n t r a l  C a l i f o r n i a  c i t y ,  w i l l  t a k e  t h e  p l a c e  of Squaw 
Valley.  There is a good v a r i e t y  of  r e s t a u r a n t s  and t h e  housing is 
newer than  a t  many of t h e  other sites. Fresno w i l l  be one of t h e  
less-expensive sites for  m e m b e r s .  H i g h l i g h t i n g  Fresno are -three 
n a t i o n a l  pa rks  w i t h i n  easy  d r i v i n g  d i s t a n c e  ( t h e y  inc lude  Sequoia 
Nat iona l  Park and Y o s e m i t e ) ,  s e v e r a l  lakes and a l l  k inds  of w a t e r  
s p o r t s  and o u t s i d e  act ivi t ies .  Topping a l l  t h i s  i s  a u s u a l l y  f i n e  
climate. More d e t a i l s  appear  i n  t h i s  week's Worldwide N e w s .  

G PANAMA CANAL PROGRAM DRAWS HEAVY RESPONSE The r e c e n t l y  aired TI7 
program on t h e  Panama Canal had w i d e ,  g e n e r a l  appea l  -- e s p e c i a l l y  
s i n c e  t h e  Canal Trea ty  i s s u e  is before Congress. The WATS Sec t ion  
of MPC r e p o r t e d  n e a r l y  20 ,000  "busy o u t s "  (incoming ca l l s  t h a t  
rece ived  a busy s i g n a l  due t o  a l l  of o u r  a v a i l a b l e  l i n e s  being 
a l r eady  used ) .  

The Panama program gene ra t ed  many comments bo th  f r o m  t h e  phone cal ls  
and m a i l .  Many people  wanted t o  have cop ie s  of the  broadcast t o  
send t o  t h e i r  s e n a t o r s  or  to  t h e  P r e s i d e n t .  One lady  asked i f  w e  
could send a couple  of copies i n  b ra i l le  t o  Congress. She e v i d e n t l y  
f e l t  they  are b l ind!  

The year- to-date  m a i l  count ,  as of t h e  end of February,  w a s  326,000 -- up 10 .8% ove r  l a s t  year .  The WATS s e c t i o n  r e p o r t s  an a d d i t i o n a l

I n  round one of F r a n c e ' s  g e n e r a l  e l e c t i o n s  y e s t e r d a y  t h e  combined 
l e f t i s t  v o t e  -- S o c i a l i s t s  and Communists -- o u t p o l l e d  t h e  govern- 
ment modera te - r igh t  f o r c e s  as expec ted ,  b u t  less t h a n  expected. 'Thus 
chances of  a s o l i d  l e f t  a l l i a n c e  winning i n  t h e  r u n o f f  e l e c t i o n  n e x t  
Scnday appear  l e s sened ,  and a l o n g  w i t h  i t ,  t h e  p r o s p e c t s  of a combined 
Socialist /Communist  government, w i t h  Communists h o l d i n g  c a b i n e t  posts.
