I want to share something more with you today that I have been 
sharing with members of my own immediate staff at headquarters. 
My staff work in the Financial Affairs area and are exposed to all 
of the financial data of the Work. Many of these people may begin 
to think that because they have access to the information, they 
know what was best for every other department, and, inevitably, a 
few may begin to think they even know what is best for Mr. Armstrong 
and hence what is best for the Work. I cautioned them that, as much 
as they know, they don't know everything. The Test that I gave them 
was as follows: to think for a moment. "Take the person 'closest to 
you, whether it be a wife or a husband, a father or a mother, a child, 
a close friend, a business associate, and I guarantee you that there 
is something important, something relevant, something material about 
that person that you don't know. 
you know that person like a book. 
sion that you might use.) 
know him like the back of your hand, and so on and so forth. Each 
of you, those of you who have been married for a long time, I assure 
you that there are things about your mate that you do not know. I'm 
not saying it's something that's bad. I'm not saying it's something 
that's being hidden from you consciously, but there are things that we 
will tell our friends, there are things that we will tell our parents, 
there are things that we will tell our children, there are things 
that we will tell our ourselves, but there are also things we won't 
even tell ourselves.

Hence I cautioned them about feelings of omniscience, of knowing it 
all, of presuming to know better than others and so forth. 

Of late, I have had to think a little bit more about my own role in 
the Work. As weeks go by, I get many letters from brethren around 
the country, and many from ministers who have responded to me and to 
Mr. Armstrong who has invited comment about me. I have found a 
remarkable number of letters which have said that "we don't know why 
we didn't trust Mr. Rader, but we wondered about his motivation. We 
wondered where he came from. And now we began to think, why? Why 
did we question his motivation?" 
that I come to--not necessarily conclusions, but in some cases 
observations. 

These are some of the conclusions 
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Essentially, I was called to serve Mr. Armstrong who is Christ's 
Apostle in this end time. In essence, there was simply no way for 
me to serve Christ, to serve the Living God, and to serve Mr. 
Armstrong, and at the same time, win a popularity contest. In fact, 
I never entered a popularity contest. But, if I had tried, I 
would have certainly lost because it was only impolttant that I 
satisfy the needs of Christ's Apostle. It made no difference if 
I pleased others--not that I tried to discourage others, not that 
I tried to hurt anybody else. The only person that I had to sat- 
isfy by my performance, by my service, if you please, was Mr. 
Armstrong. 

Because I was consistent in that service and forthright, candid, 
and cogent in my advice over the years, I have picked up few, if 
any, friends within God's Work. I've had to deal with issues, 
rather than with people. And I've had to be objective and 
unemotional. I've had to be more rational not irrational. And 
too often, I'm afraid, just as a concomitant of doing my job, as 
I was called to do that job, I have stepped on the toes of other 
people, because by serving Mr. Armstrong, I incurred their enmity 
or their resentment or their jealousy or their envy. And whatever 
"personality" you have, as a consequence simply becomes injured and 
eroded as time passes. One has only so much capital of this sort. 
And every time that I had to throw myself into a breach, every time 
I had to do something in opposition to what Mr. Armstrong knew had 
to be done in order for God's Work to be fulfilled, more of my 

diminished. 
' personality was eroded. And that capital, you might say, was 

And as a consequence, I have realized that for 19 years--the first 
19 years--before my baptism in '75, I had remained somewhat of a 

. "mystery man." That's the word that keeps turning up in the letters. 
I was very visible. My picture appeared in a lot of places. My 
name appeared in a lot of places. And I appeared with Mr. Armstrong 
very often. But I had deliberately kept myself from being identified 
as an individual. I was always very solidly with Mr. Armstrong on 
every issue and on everything that was important to the Work. And as 
a consequence, I was always simply merged with him. And that was 
the proper role for me to play. 

In some cases, I became a scapegoat for the failures and frustrations 
of others. At other times I served as a lightning rod to protect 
Mr. Armstrong and to protect the entirety of the Church from any harm. 

But, in 1975, upon my baptism, an event that was received with an 
outpouring of love and affection from the brethren, I began to suffer 
an unjustified attack on my reputation and character from Ted Armstrong 
and a few in his close circle. 

Therefore, I have come to believe very strongly, particularly in 
recent weeks that my direct role in the Work will end at a time that 
is perfectly coterminous with Mr. Armstrong's role in the Work. We 
hope and pray that he will remain strong and vigorous in order that 
this Great Commission be fulfilled within his lifetime. But if that 
should not be in the nature of things, then I feel that would be the 
time that my direct role in the Work will also come to an end. 
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But I want you a l l  t o  know t h a t  my F a i t h  i n  t h e  L i v i n g  God grows 
s t r o n g e r  each  day ,  as  it h a s  f o r  t h e  p a s t  22  y e a r s .  And I t e l l  you 
t h i s  w i t h  as much power as I c a n  m u s t e r  because  w i t h o u t  t h a t  F a i t h ,  
and w i t h o u t  t h a t  F a i t h  growing e a c h  d a y ,  I d o n ' t  t h i n k  I c o u l d  
c o n t i n u e  t o  pe r fo rm my work, because  it i s  a v e r y ,  v e r y  l o n e l y  
p l a c e  from which I work. I have had t o  leave beh ind  m e  a l l  of my 
f r i e n d s ,  a l l  of my p a s t  a s s o c i a t i o n s .  I ' ,ve had t o  leave beh ind  
m e  i n  a c e r t a i n  e m o t i o n a l  s e n s e  o r  s p i r i t u a l  s e n s e ,  my c h i l d r e n ,  
as w e l l  as my w i f e .  T h e y ' r e  n o t  a n t a g o n i s t i c  t o  t h e  Work and t h e y  
l o v e  M r .  Armstrong v e r y  much. But t h e y  are n o t  i n  t h e  Church. 
And a l l  o f  you who are,  know what t h a t  means. And as  a r e s u l t  o f  
l e a v i n g  t h o s e  t h i n g s  b e h i n d ,  and b e c a u s e  I have  made few f r i e n d s  
w i t h i n  t h e  Work, I have had t o  become closer and closer t o  G o d .  

I t  i s  d i f f i c u l t  a l so  because  i n  t h e  p o s i t i o n  t h a t  I ' m  i n ,  t h e r e  i s  
no one i n  God's Work, o t h e r  t h a n  M r .  Armstrong and t h e  L i v i n g  G o d ,  
w i t h  whom I can  s h a r e  open ly  and c a n d i d l y  and r e v e a l i n g l y  t h e  
p e r s o n a l  bu rdens  o f  my own p o s i t i o n .  Everybody i n  t h e  Work c a n  come 
t o  m e  and over t h e  y e a r s  t h e y  have .  I have c o u n s e l l e d  w i t h  p e o p l e  
i n  t h e  Work of any consequence by t e l e p h o n e ,  f a c e  t o  face, and  by 
l e t t e r .  You can  name t h e  p e r s o n ,  and I ' v e  c o u n s e l l e d  w i t h  him. 
But I c a n ' t  go t o  o t h e r s  f o r  p e r s o n a l  c o u n s e l .  I can  go t o  M r .  
Armstrong b u t  I d o n ' t  want t o  burden  him. So, I o n l y  have  one  o t h e r  
pe r son  t h a t  I can  go t o ,  and o f  c o u r s e ,  t h a t ' s  t h e  Livilig G o d .  

Thus,  I want you t o  u n d e r s t a n d  t h a t  i n  t h e  per formance  of my d u t i e s ,  
i n  t h e  per formance  o f  t h o s e  t h i n g s  which have been d e l e g a t e d  t o  m e  
by M r .  Armstrong,  how v e r y  i m p o r t a n t  i t  i s  t h a t  I have F a i t h  and 
how v e r y  i m p o r t a n t  it i s  t h a t  I c o n t i n u e  t o  g r o w  e a c h  day i n  F a i t h  
because  t h e  work t h a t  I have t o  do f o r  M r .  Armstrong does  n o t  become 
any easier as t i m e  goes on .

B I G  WOES FOR TWO DOLLARS The re  s e e m s  t o  be no end i n  s i g h t  t o  t h e  
p lung ing  v a l u e  of b o t h  t h e  American and Canadian c u r r e n c i e s .  Regard- 
i n g  t h e  l a t t e r ,  t h e  Canadian d o l l a r  has d i p p e d  below 85 U.S. c e n t s  
f o r  t h e  f i r s t  t i m e  s i n c e  t h e  1 9 3 0 s  G r e a t  Depres s ion .  An 80-cent  d o l l a r  
a p p e a r s  a round t h e  c o r n e r .  S l u g g i s h  economic growth ,  a n  i n f l a t i o n  
ra te  i n  e x c e s s  of 9 p e r c e n t  and t h e  c o n t i n u e d  u n c e r t a i n t y  over Q u e b e c ' s  
break-away t h r e a t  are pr ime f a c t o r s .  P r i m e  n l i n i s t e r  Trudeau hopes  t o  
s p u r  an  improvement i n  t h e  economy b e f o r e  n a t i o n a l  e l e c t i o n s  n e x t  
s p r i n g .  I f  h e  c a n ' t  p u l l  it o f f ,  h i s  p o l i t i c a l  f u t u r e  i s  s e r i o u s l y  i n  
doubt .  
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Regarding t h e  American d o l l a r ,  n o t h i n g  s e e m s  t o  h e l p  it, n o t  even  t h e  
q u a l i f i e d  s u c c e s s  o f  t h e  U . S .  P r e s i d e n t  a t  Camp David. Today (Sept- 
ember 2 6 )  i t  plunged  t o  a new a l l - t i m e  l o w  (everyday  p roduces  a new 
a l l - t i m e  l o w )  a g a i n s t  t h e  S w i s s  f r a n c .  I n  one  th ree -hour  t r a d i n g  
s e s s i o n  t h e  d o l l a r  l o s t  2% o f  i t s  SFr  v a l u e !  The d o l l a r  w i l l  now buy 
on ly  1 . 4 7  S w i s s  f r a n c .  A one-to-one r a t i o  i s  s e e n  by some. The 
do l l a r  w i l l  a l so  f e t c h  o n l y  1 . 9 3  W e s t  German marks.  Only once  i n  
h i s t o r y  w a s  i t  e v e r  t h a t  l o w .  

The run  on t h e  d o l l a r  h a s  e n t e r e d  a p a n i c k y ,  almost i r r a t i o n a l  syndrome. 
Every t i d b i t  o f  bad news conce rn ing  t h e  U . S .  economy s e n d s  i t  down 
agair , ,  whether  t h e  r e a c t i o n  i s  t r u l y  w a r r a n t e d  o r  n o t .  S a i d  one  
European banker :  "The d o l l a r  i s  no l o n g e r  a c u r r e n c y .  I t ' s  an  an ima l  
t h a t  waves w i t h  e v e r y  p o l i t i c a l  announcement." 

There are  o v e r  600 b i l l i o n  d o l l a r s  i n  c i r c u l a t i o n  o u t s i d e  o f  t h e  U . S .  
i n  banks ,  c e n t r a l  banks ,  and. i n  t h e  p o r t f o l i o s  o f  t h e  money managers 
of t h e  huge m u l t i n a t i o n a l  c o r p o r a t i o n s .  J u s t  a s l i g h t  j i g g l e  o f  bad 
news -- and m i l l i o n s  o f  d o l l a r s  are n e r v o u s l y  dumped! And w i t h  t h e  
p lunge  o f  t h e  d o l l a r  t h e  price of g o l d  h a s  r eached  around $220 an  ounce.  

The d o l l a r  cr is is  i s  making t h e  European n a t i o n s  m o r e  de t e rmined  t h a n  
e v e r  t o  e s t a b l i s h  t h e  European Yonetary Union t h e y  have  d i s c u s s e d  o v e r  
t h e  p a s t  s e v e r a l  months. 

For a w h i l e  i t  looked  l i k e  t h e  EMU p l a n  -- approved i n  p r i n c i p l e  a t  
t h e  J u l y  Common Plarket summit i n  Bremen, W e s t  Germany -- w a s  i n  f o r  
some t r o u b l e ,  due t o  d i f f e r e n c e s  between F r a n c e  and W e s t  Germany, as 
w e l l  as r e s e r v a t i o n s  by some o t h e r  EEC m e m b e r s .  ~ J O W  however, a 
compromise a p p e a r s  t o  have  been made f o r  implementing t h e  f i r s t  s t a g e s  
of a monetary union  e a r l y  n e x t  y e a r .  

Each downward d i p  o f  t h e  d o l l a r  makes European c u r r e n c y  s t a b i l i t y  t h a t  
much more i m p e r a t i v e .  B e l g i a n  P r e m i e r  L e o  Tindemans said i n  Tokyo on 
September 2 1  t h a t  Europe must e s t a b l i s h  a u n i f i e d  c u r r e n c y  sys t em t o  
p r o t e c t  i t s e l f  f r o m  t h e  e f f e c t s  o f  t h e  rap id ly-weakening  d o l l a r .  

Tindemans, i n  Tokyo f o r  t h e  f i r s t  o f f i c i a l  v i s i t  by a B e l g i a n  premier ,  
s a i d  he  b r i e f e d  J a p a n e s e  P r i m e  M i n i s t e r  Takeo Fuduka on t h e  impor t ance  
of a u n i f i e d  European c u r r e n c y  u n i t  ( E C U ) .  

"There i s  $600 b i l l i o n  f l o a t i n g  a r o u n d , "  Tindemans s a i d  o f  t h e  Euro- 
do l la r  marke t ,  t h e  pool o f  do l l a r s  h e l d  o u t s i d e  t h e  I Jn i ted  States  o r  
on t h e  books o f  t h e  U . S .  b a n k s '  f o r e i g n  b ranches .  "Shou ld  one  c o u n t r y  
b e  asked  t o  t a k e  a l l  t h o s e  d o l l a r s ,  t h a t  c o u n t r y ' s  c u r r e n c y  would r ise,  
wreaking havoc on t h e  economy," h e  said.  

A t  t h e  a n n u a l  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Monetary Fund ( I M F )  mee t ing  c u r r e n t l y  
underway i n  Washington, t h e  s i c k  d o l l a r  and t h e  chaos  o f  f l o a t i n g  
exchange rates i s  a h o t  t o p i c  of debate. 

French F inance  M i n i s t e r  Rene Monory t o l d  t h e  IMF t h a t  i t  i s  n o t  
s u r p r i s i n g  m o r e  and more c o u n t r i e s  are o p t i n g  f o r  a r e t u r n  t o  s o m e  
k ind  of f i x e d  p a r i t i e s ,  such  as t h e  proposed  European monetary union .
