But what h i s  f a t h e r  d i d  w a s  t o t a l l y  d i f f e r e n t .  I n  Oregon 
a number of members o f  t h e  "Church of God, Seventh-Day," head- 
q u a r t e r e d  a t  S tanbe r ry ,  Missour i ,  p u l l e d  o u t  and i n c o r p o r a t e d  
themselves s e p a r a t e l y  as "The Oregon Conference of  The Church of 
God". They became a SEPARATE CHURCH, o p e r a t i n g  w i t h  the i r  own 
t i t h e s ,  d i r e c t i n g  and paying s a l a r y  t o  their own m i n i s t e r s .  They 
were ORGANIZED. They d i d  n o t  unders tand  God's form of  organi -  
zation--they had no Apos t le ,  b u t  t hey  d i d  employ evange l i s t s - -  
a s  Robert L.  Tay lo r ,  Roy Dai ly  and myself--and la te r ,  Sven Oberg 
and A. J.  Ray. T h e i r  form of  o r g a n i z a t i o n  w a s  a board of  trustees, 
w i t h  a p r e s i d e n t ,  v i c e - p r e s i d e n t ,  and s e c r e t a r y - t r e a s u r e r .  The 
board w a s  i n  au thor i ty- -not  t h e  m i n i s t e r s .  

S h o r t l y  a f t e r  t h e  Oregon Conference s e p a r a t e l y  i n c o r p o r a t e d ,  
a d i v i s i o n  occur red  i n  t h e  S tanbe r ry  church,  and approximately 
h a l f  of  t h e i r  members fol lowed Andrew N .  Dugger i n t o  a new church 
based a t  Salem, W e s t  V i r g i n i a ,  and named, s imply,  "Church of God". 

I n  August of 1933 ,  I renounced t h e  s a l a r y  from t h e  Oregon 
Conference, b u t  d i d  n o t  l e a v e  t h e i r  f e l lowhs ip .  I n  fact ,  l a t e r  
t h a t  August a new church w a s  e s t a b l i s h e d  a t  J e a n s  school  house, 
1 2  m i l e s  w e s t  of  Eugene--all b u t  one fami ly  m l  own new conver t s ,  and 
t h a t  fami ly  n o t  a t t a c h e d  t o  e i ther  Sardis  group. But, m o r e - - m o s t  o f  
t h e  Oregon Conference members began coming t o  Eugene t o  f e l l o w s h i p  w i t h  
t h e  new Radio Church of  G o d  (now t h e  Worldwide Church of God), and 
I cont inued as a vo lun ta ry  s e r v i c e ,  t o  preach  Sabbath a f t e rnoons  a t  t h e  
school  house n e a r  J e f f e r s o n ,  where  t h e y  m e t .  ' I  never  sought  t o  p u l l  
away any of  t h e i r  members. They w e r e  enamored w i t h  t h e  new Salem- 
based church,  and a l i t t l e  l a t e r - - ( n o t  now s u r e  of t he  da te ) ,  probably 
1934, w h i l e  t h e  Radio Church of  God w a s  on t h e  a i r  and t h e  PLAIN TRUTH 
being published--they abandoned their  Oregon Conference and went 
i n  wi th  Salem. A t ,  and j u s t  w e s t  o f  Eugene, t h e  parent church 
of t he  Worldwide Church of God w a s  ve ry  much a l ive and growing. 
I w a s  l e a d i n g  e l d e r ,  and I had appoin ted  and o rda ined  an  a s s i s t a n t  
p a s t o r ,  and a deacon. W e  counse l l ed  s e r i o u s l y  on t h e  matter-- 
decided, i n  e a r l y  o r  mid-1934 n o t  - to  go i n  w i t h  t h e  Salem people-- 
and w e  had never  gone i n  w i t h  S t anbe r ry .  However, a l i t t l e  later 
I agreed  t o  co-operate and work w i t h  the  Salem minis ters--and under 
t h i s  arrangement I cont inued as p a s t o r  of the members who  formerly 
w e r e  t h e  Oregon Conference, b u t  now w e r e  j o i n e d  w i t h  Salem. BUT 
NEITHER I NOR ANY OF THE EUGENE MEMBERS ever j o i n e d  t h e  Sa lem 
Church--or S tanbe r ry .  I received no s a l a r y  or  compensation of 
any k ind  from them. On my part  it w a s  a VOLUNTARY GIVING of t i m e  
and e f f o r t  and co-opera t ion ,  w i t h  no remunerat ion of any kind.  

Oregon Conference m e m b e r s  had a d i v i s i o n .  I had orda ined  t w o  e l d e r s  
and t w o  deacons i n  t h e i r  local  church n e a r  J e f f e r s o n ,  which I pas to red .  
Half of them i n c l u d i n g  one e l d e r ,  a M r .  Davidson, and M r .  Henion, 
r e fused  t o  m e e t  w i t h  them f u r t h e r ,  though I urged them t o  remain 
wi th  t h e  Salem people.

Late r  --it was e i ther  1 9 4 5  o r  1947--probably t h e  lat ter--the former 

Meanwhile, about  h a l f  of a l l  t h e  b r e t h r e n  i n  t h e  W i l l a m e t t e  Val ley  
had remained w i t h  S t anbe r ry .  They asked m e  u r g e n t l y  t o  u n i t e  them 
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with the half of the Salem people who had refused to remain with the 
Dugger group. For a while I refused. But it left only a small 
membership still with the Dugger division, and finally agreed to 
organize them and serve as their pastor--although the Stanberry brethren 
kept their membership and sent tithes to Stanberry, wh'ile the Henion 
family and others, including the Coles, counted their membership 
with the parent church of the Worldwide Church of God--and Mr. C. Wayne 
Cole is still with us in the very important capacity of Director of 
Pastoral Administration, Worldwide. 

I continued to pastor the Stanberry--based group in the Willamette 
Valley until--probably in 1942 when I spent some months in Hollywood 
starting the DAILY radio broadcasting, and speaking Sunday afternoons to 
a packed house at the Biltmore theater. I had GIVEN them my time 
and service freely, at my own and Eugene church expense. I sought none 
of their members and none came with us--though as brethren we still 
had love one for the other. 

And I did not start out by incorporating myself pretending to be 
a church. We, in the growing Church of God--then Eugene-based-- 
finally had grown to a size where incorporation became a necessity. 
IN NO WAY is Garner Ted doing as his father did, and any claim that 
he is, is a point-blank lie resorted to, to DECEIVE God's people, 
and present the REPREHENSIBLE things Garner Ted is now doing in a 
good light. It is Satan who tries to make us believe that wrong is 
right. 

But now what about the seven churches of Revelation 2 and 3? -- - 
I have always said, and still affirm, that these seven messages 

to the seven churches are picturing in advance the seven CONDITIONS 
to be found in the ONE CONINTUING TRUE CHURCH--but with the Ephesian 
condition dominant during the first era or years of time, the Smyrna 
condition becoming dominant in the next period of time, and so on 
with the Laodicean condition outstanding in the same true Church 
at about the time of the Great Tribulation, and climaxing with 
Christ's second coming. 

To expound that fully requires more space than I have here. 
It will be covered later. 

But the crux of the whole matter is simply THIS: Where, in all 
this effort at persuading God's people to follow Garner Ted Armstrong, 
a man DISFELLOWSHIPPED, who did, and is continuin now from without, 
to sow the seeds of discord among brethren--in a14 their arguments, 
W H E R E I S G 0 D?

Since  1972  God's Church and Work have come i n  f o r  some un- 
favorable  p u b l i c i t y  i n  the p u b l i c  p r e s s .  

Jesus  s a i d ,  " I f  they  have pe r secu ted  m e ,  they  w i l l  pe r secu te  
you". 
for whatever it w a s  worth (which w a s  less than  nothing i n  my es- 
t imat ion  as I gave it) t o  t h e  wonderful C h r i s t  who had bought 
m e  (and you) wi th  H i s  l i f e ' s  blood. I w a s  w i l l i n g  to  s u f f e r  what- 
ever  H e  allowed. 

I counted t h i s  cost almost 52  y e a r s  ago, when I gave my l i f e ,  

And I have t r i e d  n o t  t o  answer back. You have n o t  hea rd  or 
read a word from m e  i n  s e l f -de fense  s i n c e  t h i s  ugly p u b l i c i t y  began 
appearing i n  1972.  P r io r  t o  t h a t  t h e r e  had been p e r s e c u t i o n s ,  
oppos i t i ons ,  and s o m e  l i m i t e d  p u b l i c  comment of an unfavorable 
na tu re  . 

But r e c e n t l y  m o r e  defamatory stories have appeared i n  t h e  
p u b l i c  p r e s s ,  some of  a n a t u r e  I simply cannot le t  go unanswered. 

One, which went o u t  over t h e  w i r e s  t o  many newspapers and 
news magazines, c a l l e d  M r .  S t an ley  Rader t h e  " h e i r  apparent" ,  and 
another  speaks of  s p e c u l a t i o n  t h a t  h e  w i l l  be t h e  nex t  Pastor 
General of t he  Church. This  la t ter ,  i n  a n a t i o n a l  magazine, quotes  
my son Garner Ted ,  as say ing  t h a t  M r .  Rader "has a l r eady  succeeded 
my f a t h e r  as head of  t h e  Church". 

I want t o  s a y ,  1) t h a t  M r .  Rader is  a m o s t  va luab le  a s s i s t a n t  
t o  m e  i n  many ways--even beyond the  c a p a c i t y  of  words t o  describe-- 
as pe r sona l  a s s i s t a n t  and adv i so r ,  as a d m i n i s t r a t o r  i n  areas de- 
l ega ted  to  him, as f i n a n c i a l  adv i so r  to t he  Church and Work, and 
as l e g a l  counsel teamed wi th  M r .

Ken Smylie d i d  a f i n e  job i n  making arrangements 
and w e  a p p r e c i a t e  h i s  effor ts .  

Both Doris and I thoroughly enjoyed be ing  able t o  spend some t i m e  
w i t h  you who w e r e  p r e s e n t  i n  c a s u a l  and r e l a x i n g  circumstances.  

On Sabbath,  November 1 8 t h ,  w e  v i s i t e d  t h e  C h a r l o t t e ,  N.C.  Church 
and a p p r e c i a t e d  t h e  oppor tun i ty  t o  m e e t  a f e w  more of  o u r  b r e t h r e n .  Y r .  
and M r s .  Burk M c N a i r  (Burk and Suz ie  t o  us--and very  d e a r  f r i e n d s )  and 
t h e i r  son Mark yere e x c e p t i o n a l l y  g r a c i o u s  and k i n d  t o  us  making us  
very w e l c o m e  g u e s t s  i n  t h e i r  home. 

Now to  a subject very  much on my mind and I b e l i e v e  extremely impor- 
t a n t  t o  a l l  of us. 

Recently I have been accused of be ing  a "so€t and weak" a d m i n i s t r a t o r .  
My l e a d e r s h i p  of t h e  m i n i s t r y  h a s  been l a b e l e d  as i n d e c i s i v e ,  weak, w i t h -  
o u t  f i rmness ,  n o t  s p e c i f i c  enough, n o t  d i r e c t  enough. 

In  t h i s  Pastor 's  Report it i s  n o t  my purpose t o  react t o  such accusa- 
t i o n s ,  misinformed s t a t emen t s ,  s i l l y  a l l e g a t i o n s  o r  whatever they  might 
be labe led .  Rather ,  I would l i k e  t o  devote t h e  space t o  d i s c u s s i n g  what 
I b e l i e v e  is  s t r e n g t h  i n  leadership and management of people and pro- 
cesses a s  opposed t o  weaknesses. 
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To be a "Stronq" l e a d e r ,  i s  i t  r e a l l y  necessary  t o  be  m i l i t a n t ,  
ab rup t ,  a l o o f ,  a u t o c r a t i c ,  a u t h o r i t a r i a n  and opin iona ted?  Is it  always 
necessary t o  convey by e i t h e r  words o r  a c t i o n s  very  c l e a r l y  "who's i n  
charge"? Is it  necessary  t o  look on t h e  n e g a t i v e  s i d e ,  s e a r c h  f i r s t  of 
a l l  f o r  t h e  t r o u b l e ,  t h e  problems because it i s  c e r t a i n ,  i n  t h e  p e r s o n ' s  
mind, t h a t  t hey  are indeed t h e r e .  
i s  "STRENGTH"? 

Why should  any feel  t h a t  such behavior  

T h i s  concept  runs  p a r a l l e l  t o  t h e  n o t i o n  of many about  w h a t  con- 
s t i t u t e s  " s t r o n g  m e a t "  i n  sermons, B i b l e  S t u d i e s  o r  classroom l e c t u r e s .  
To many people  " s t r o n g  m e a t "  i s  o f t e n  associated w i t h  volume--how loud 
t h e  speaker  shouts--and/or a long  w i t h  t h e  volume, t h e  use  of exhortive, 
c o r r e c t i v e ,  admonishing words t h a t  g e n e r a l l y  convey t o  t h e  hearer t h e  
r e a c t i o n  t h a t  he  i s  be ing  rebuked, c o r r e c t e d ,  d i s c i p l i n e d ,  k icked  i n  t h e  
seat of t h e  p a n t s  o r  bawled o u t  good and proper .  Genera l ly  t h i s  k ind  o f  
men ta l i t y  o r  a t t i t u d e  i s  coupled w i t h  a ve ry  clear d e l i n e a t i o n  of "who's 
i n  charge'' and who i s  "under  a u t h o r i t y . "  

t h e r e  i s  a p l a c e  and t i m e  f o r  f i rmness ,  f o r  d i s c i p l i n e ,  fo r  p r e c i p i t o u s  
and sudden a c t i o n  o r  r e a c t i o n ,  fo r  rebuke and correct ion--even a t  t i m e s  
f o r  rebuke be fo re  others i n  a peer group o r  a s s o c i a t i o n  t o  serve as an 
example f o r  a l l .  
f o r  volume, s t r o n g  words, c o n t r o l l e d  emotional  speaking and g e s t i c u l a t i n g .  
However, t o  equa te  o b s t i n a t e ,  a u t o c r a t i c  behavior  o r  volume and rebuke 
a s  t h e  p r i n c i p l e  e lements  of s t r e n g t h  i n  l e a d e r s h i p  o r  s t r o n g  m e a t  i n  
preaching i s  p a t e n t l y  lud ic rous .  

Frankly ,  I c a t e g o r i c a l l y  reject  both  t h e s e  concepts .  Oh, t o  b e  s u r e ,  

Y e s ,  as every  m i n i s t e r  should  know there i s  a t i m e  

I ,  and I ' m  s u r e  you, have heard  sermons t h a t  l e f t  your head aching  
and your mind r e e l i n g  due t o  t h e  loud ,  i n t e n s e ,  d r i v i n g  e x h o r t i v e  n a t u r e  
of t h e  d e l i v e r y .  Comments w e r e  probably even heard  f r o m  s i n c e r e ,  w e l l -  
meaning, l o y a l  and t eachab le  l i s t e n e r s  about  how v a l u a b l e ,  how s t r o n g ,  
how meaty t h e  sermon w a s .  But,  when t h e  c o n t e n t  of t h e  message w a s  
no ted ,  i s o l a t e d  from t h e  b l u s t e r  and t h e  volume, p r e c i o u s  l i t t l e  of 
any l a s t i n g  subs tance  w a s  s a i d .  

ing  o u t  one s a l i e n t  p o i n t  af ter  ano the r  d e a l i n g  w i t h ,  f o r  example, some 
aspec t  of C h r i s t ' s  m i n i s t r y ,  t h e  meaning of t h e  Gospel, t h e  d e s t i n y  and 
purpose of man, t h e  s p i r i t  of  man, t h e  meaning and a p p l i c a t i o n  of God's 
law, o r  many, many o t h e r  po ignant  subjects, w i t h  c o n t r o l l e d  volume, 
f i t t i n g  and subdued g e s t u r e s  and an imat ion ,  encouraging,  u p l i f t i n g  and 
mot iva t ing  comments i n s p i r i n g  t h e  h e a r e r s ,  be  much " s t r o n g e r  m e a t " ?  

Wouldn't a sermon of subs t ance ,  wel l -organized and developed, b r ing -  

As an exper ienced  speaker  I know I a m  able, i f  I w i s h ,  t o  choose 
j u s t  t h e  r i g h t  words, say  them a p a r t i c u l a r  way and draw d rama t i c ,  
immediate response ,  probably o v a t i o n ,  y e t  I know t h a t  I may n o t  have 
given any " s t r o n g  meat" -- I may n o t  have g iven  any "weak m e a t "  e i t h e r - -  
I d i d n ' t  g i v e  any m e a t  a t  a l l  b u t  r a t h e r  d i shed  ut a good "he lp ing"  of 
pablum which t o  my a d u l t  taste i s  r e v o l t i n g ,  thoroughly u n s a t i s f y i n g  
"mush. 

M r .  Herbert Armstrong h a s  always set ap o u t s t a n d i n g  example of 
e f f e c t i v e  speaking. To b e  s u r e  he can epeak w i t h  power, volume and 
co r rec t ion ,bu t  a l so  he can and g e n e r a l l y  does speak w i t h  emphasis on 
substance and c o n t e n t  wh i l e  a t  t h e  same t i m e  s ay ing  it l i k e  he means it. 

Back t o  s t r e n g t h  of l e a d e r s h i p  and management. I f  I f e l t  I had 
t o  r e l y  on authori ty--"do you know who's  i n  charge  around he re"  
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i n f e r e n c e s ,  f i r m ,  i n c i s i v e  and r i g i d  con t ro l - - to  be a manager then  I 
b e l i e v e  I would be an a b j e c t  f a i l u r e  i n  my b i b l i c a l  and C h r i s t i a n  res- 
p o n s i b i l i t y  as g iven  by J e s u s  C h r i s t .  

I f  one wishes t o  have a good gu ide  on how t o  work  w i t h ,  i n t e r -  
re la te  to ,  motivate, lead, o r g a n i z e  and manage o t h e r s ,  I b e l i e v e  t h e r e  
is  none b e t t e r  t han  G a l a t i a n s  5:22, 2 3  which movingly d e s c r i b e s  t h e  
f r u i t s  of God's Holy S p i r i t .  

J e s u s  C h r i s t  of  Nazare th ,  God's Son, o u r  S a v i o r ,  and o u r  example 
w a s  t h e  on ly  person  t o  l i v e  a p e r f e c t  human e x i s t e n c e .  Whatever H e  
d i d  i n  whatever c a p a c i t y  w a s  p rope r  and r i g h t .  H e  understood t h e  mind 
of man. H e  knew what t h e  e f f e c t  of H i s  words, a c t i o n s ,  r e a c t i o n s ,  
d i r e c t i o n s ,  c o r r e c t i o n s ,  rebukes ,  etc.  would have on t h o s e  H e  w a s  
address ing .  H e  conducted Himself acco rd ing ly  -- a t  a l l  t i m e s .  C h r i s t  
knew t h e  enormous va lue  of a major concept  t h a t  M r .  Herbert Armstrong 
has  r e p e a t e d l y  drummed i n t o  t h e  heads of us  m i n i s t e r s .  M r .  Armstrong 
has  o f t e n  s a i d  t h a t  t h e r e  i s  no th ing  much worse than  t o  demoralize, 
t a k e  t h e  h e a r t  o u t  o f ,  b e a t  down, make t o  feel  l i k e  a whipped dog, 
u t t e r l y  d i scourage  and make t o  f e e l  t o t a l l y  use less - -a  1 0 0 %  t o t a l  f a i l -  
ure--another f e l l o w  human being.  

J e s u s  C h r i s t  knew t h i s  t r u t h  and w i t h o u t  any doubt p r a c t i c e d  it. 
While H e  d i d  n o t  condone wrong, d i d  n o t  attempt t o  make t h e  enormity 
of s i n  and r e b e l l i o n  any less enormous, H e  d i d  always unders tand  t h e  
c i rcumstances ,  c a u s a t i v e  f a c t o r s ,  humanness and weakness of f l e s h l y  man, 
and d e a l t  w i t h  t h o s e  around him i n  p e r f e c t  love. 

I once hea rd  t h a t  a man c o r r e c t e d  a group of s t u d e n t s  a t  Ambassador 
Col lege so s t e r n l y ,  w i t h  such rebuke and w i t h  such effective and c u t t i n g  
words t h a t  one s t u d e n t  l i t e r a l l y  " w e t "  h imsel f  wh i l e  s t a n d i n g  there a t  
nea r  a t t e n t i o n .  A m i n i s t e r  who would do t h i s  might walk away f e e l i n g  
" t h a t  showed'em! I t ,  "I guess  t h e y '  11 remember t h a t  chewing o u t ,  'I h e  
might f e e l  r a t h e r  proud of h i s  s t r e n g t h  and p o s i t i o n  of  a u t h o r i t y .  
Frankly ,  I feel t h a t  a c t i o n  w a s  abominable,  cheap and t h e  epitome of 
weakness i n  n o t  knowing how t o  d e a l  w i t h  fellowmen. 

When J e s u s  s a w  t h e  d e s e c r a t i o n  o f  t h e  Temple--God's House--He went 
s torming i n  and c o r r e c t e d  t h e  con tempt ib l e  d i s r e s p e c t  be ing  perpetra- 
t e d  a g a i n s t  H i s  F a t h e r  i n  heaven. Firmness w a s  c a l l e d  f o r  and f i rmness  
w a s  t h e  way H e  d e a l t  w i t h  t h e  problem. 

When a woman a c t u a l l y  caught  i n  t h e  very  ac t  o f  a d u l t e r y  w a s  
brought  before J e s u s ,  H e  pe rce ived  t h e  need fo r  a d i f f e r e n t  k i n d  of 
approach and He dealt  w i t h  h e r  t h a t  way. H e  w a s  g e n t l e ,  a c t e d  w i t h  
compassion and y e t  did n o t  condone n o r  make less t h e  s i n .  I have o f t e n  
wondered what some o f  o u r  m i n i s t e r s  might have done i n  a c i rcumstance  
s i m i l a r  t o  t h i s .  I believe I can see and h e a r  s s m e  g i v i n g  " s t r o n g  
rebuke" i n  an ove rzea lous ,  i n d i g n a n t  a t t i t u d e ,  even d i s f e l l o w s h i p i n g  
h e r  f o r  a t  least  a few months, perhaps  even demanding t h e  l a d y  t o  go 
i n t o  d e t a i l s  d e s c r i b i n g  the number o f  o f f e n s e s ,  t h e  methods, t h e  names 
of t h e  p a r t n e r s ,  perhaps even " c a s t i n g  t h e  f i r s t  s t o n e , "  etc. 

P e r s o n a l l y ,  I t h i n k  J e s u s '  a t t i t u d e  and a c t i o n s  are a perfect model. 
H e  knew what w a s  needed, H e  w a s  l o v i n g ,  t o l e r a n t ,  c o n s i d e r a t e  y e t  
g e n t l y  corrective. I f  J e s u s  w a s  " s o f t  and weak" i n  H i s  a t t i t u d e  h e r e  
--then le t  m e  be as weak as H e  w a s !  --------- 
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I t  is  easy  t o  be m i l i t a n t  i n  d e a l i n g  w i t h  human r e l a t i o n s h i p s .  
I t  t a k e s  no special  concern ,  n a t u r e  o r  t a l e n t  t o  l a s h  o u t ,  act  l i k e  
t h e  b i g  boss ,  r u l e  i n  ty ranny ,  always "see" c l e a r l y  i n  " o n e ' s  own eyes 
and unders tanding"  and ac t  acco rd ing ly  i n  g i v i n g  d i r e c t i o n  and making 
d e c i s i o n s .  

But,  it does take  something s p e c i a l ,  something d i f f e r e n t ,  a n o t h e r

n a t u r e - - i t  t a k e s  - t h e  Holy S p i r i t  -- of God t o  gu ide ,  c o n t r o l ,  l e a d ,  r u l e ,  
set  an example f o r ,  b e  p a t i e n t  w i t h ,  b e l i e v e  t h e  best of and g e n t l y  
n u r t u r e  and h e l p  t o  mot iva t e  i n  t h e  r i g h t  d i r e c t i o n  t h o s e  w e  work w i t h  
who a l so  are God's h e i r s  and p o t e n t i a l  sons  and daughters  i n  H i s  Kingdom. 

I b e l i e v e  I have j u s t  as much " r i g h t e o u s  i n d i g n a t i o n "  as anyone 
i n  t h i s  Church toward r e b e l l i o n  a g a i n s t  o u r  GREAT GOD, d e f i a n c e  a g a i n s t  
H i s  a w e s o m e  power and a u t h o r i t y ,  d i s d a i n  and c r i t i c i sm d i r e c t e d  a g a i n s t  
H i s  Church, open d isobedience  and misconduct t h a t  b r i n g s  shame on bo th  
t h e  person  and t h e  Work a t  l a r g e .  

a lso want t o  be ve ry  s u r e  t h a t  I t r y  t o  unders tand  t h e  rrwhys,ll t h e  
causes ,  and then  work t o  restore such people  t o  a r e p e n t a n t  and sub- 
s e r v i e n t  r e l a t i o n s h i p  w i t h  God. I f  a f t e r  counse l ,  c o r r e c t i o n  and 
rebuke, as necessa ry ,  t h e  on ly  c o u r s e  l e f t  is removal by d i s f e l l o w s h i p ,  
p u b l i c l y  " n o t i n g , "  making an example of t h e  case before o t h e r s ,  t hen  
t h a t  i s  the  way it must b e  and w i l l  -- be! However, such a c t i o n ,  G o d  
w i l l i n g  and w i t h  H i s  h e l p ,  w i l l  always b e  mot iva ted  by love and t h e  
hope t h a t  it w i l l  produce change, and n o t  motivated by i n t o l e r a n c e  o r  
t h e  desire t o  " r u l e  i n  a u t h o r i t y . "  And l e t  m e  a s s u r e  you t h a t  I w i l l  - 
n o t  -- b e  p r e s s u r e d  and i n t i m i d a t e d  t o  act  and react i n  a way t h a t  I 
s t r o n g l y  b e l i e v e  is - u n c h r i s t i a n  j u s t  because o t h e r s  may attack and 
c r i t i c i z e !  

But,  when d e a l i n g  w i t h  t h o s e  g u i l t y  of such t h i n g s  and more, I 

Frank Tarkenton ( t h e  famous NFL Quar t e rback  f o r  t h e  Minnesota V i -  
k ings )  wrote i n  a magazine r e c e n t l y  t h a t  t h e  f i r s t  of t h r e e  a l l - i m p o r t a n t  
m o t i v a t i o n a l  factors i n  s u c c e s s f u l  management which h e  had l e a r n e d  by 
obse rva t ion  and expe r i ence  w a s  t h e  p rope r  example se t  by t h e  m o t i v a t o r ,  
o r  by s u p e r i o r s .  The second f a c t o r  i s  g i v i n g  p rope r  d i r e c t i o n  and ob- 
j e c t i v e ,  and t h e  t h i r d  is  t o  fo l low up w i t h  t h e  a p p r o p r i a t e  consequence 
whether it be  r e c o g n i t i o n ,  p ra i se ,  reward o r  whatever.  

Is t h i s  counse l  n o t  thoroughly  c o n s i s t e n t  w i t h  God's b i b l i c a l  
i n s t r u c t i o n  and wisdom? Y e s ,  of c o u r s e  it is .  

The m i n i s t r y  a t  - a l l  levels i s  t o  f i r s t  of a l l  be an example. W e  
are t o  supply  d i r e c t i o n  by example as w e l l  as t each ing .  And obv ious ly  
w e  a l l  need i n c e n t i v e  t h a t  r e s u l t s  f r o m  r e c o g n i t i o n ,  compliments, and 
p rope r  recompense. W e  are t o  " r u l e "  i n  t h e  Church of G o d .  But ,  
never  as lords,  d r i v e r s ,  t a s k m a s t e r s ,  d i c t a t o r s ,  t y r a n t s ,  r e v e l i n g  i n  
ou r  p o s i t i o n s  o f  a u t h o r i t y  and power. C h r i s t  s a i d  t h i s  was t h e  way of 
t h e  G e n t i l e s .  ro 

As t h e  A p o s t l e  Paul  sa id  t o  t h e  C o r i n t h i a n s ,  which would you r a t h e r  
see and expe r i ence ,  t h e  s p i r i t  of meekness o r  t h e  wie ld ing  of t h e  b i g  
s t i c k ?  I would r a t h e r  s e r v e  i n  love ,  meekness, p a t i e n c e ,  t o l e r a n c e ,  
mercy, gen t l eness , and  w i t h  hope coupled w i t h  f a i t h  t h a t  i n  so doing w e  
w i l l  see m o r e  i n s p i r i n g  and encouraging r e s u l t s .  

I would rather be s t r o n g  i n  my l o v e  f o r  C h r i s t ,  my compassion and 
unders tanding  toward my fellowman and f i r m  i n  my r e s o l v e  t o  keep t h e  
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Body of C h r i s t  as spotless and b l ame les s  as p o s s i b l e ,  t han  t o  worry 
whether o r  n o t  "peop le  know w h o  I am!" 

I n  s i n c e r e  e f for t s  t o  assist M r .  Armstrong i n  b r i n g i n g  u n i t y ,  
suppor t  f o r  one a n o t h e r  and a s p i r i t  of coope ra t ion  t o  the  t e a m  assist- 
i n g  and s u p p o r t i n g  M r .  Armstrong a t  Headquar te rs ,  j u s t  a couple  of  weeks 
ago I c a l l e d  a l l  t h e  t o p  m i n i s t e r s  i n  Pasadena t o g e t h e r  f o r  a meeting 
so w e  could  g e t  f e e l i n g s  and cr i t ic isms toward each other o u t  and on t o p  
of t h e  t a b l e .  W e  t a l k e d  f o r  w e l l  o v e r  three hours .  W e  f e l t  some p r o g r e s s  
w a s  made. But more p r o g r e s s  needs tq b e  made. 

I a m  going t o  do whatever  i s  c a l l e d  f o r  t o  he lp  r e b u i l d  t h e  a t t i t u d e  and 
conduct t h a t  c o n t r i b u t e s  t o  and makes p o s s i b l e  u n i t y ,  accord, mutual 
esteem and respect for  one a n o t h e r  t h a t  r e s u l t s  i n  an e f f i c i e n t ,  success-  
f u l ,  winning t e a m !  

Mr. Armstrong h a s  s ta ted  t h e  p o l i c y  and given t h e  d i r e c t i o n .  H e  has 
de lega ted  t h e  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  f o r  implementation and pertormance t o  
o t h e r s  of us .  I have no i n t e n t i o n s  of f a i l i n g  t o  do my p a r t  whatever it 
may be  or  whatever may b e  r e q u i r e d .  

But,  f e l l o w  m i n i s t e r s ,  w i t h  a l l  t h e  f i rmness  and s t r e n g t h  necessa ry ,  

I b e l i e v e  w i t h  a l l  my be ing  t h a t  t h e  m a j o r i t y  of you unders tand  
and a p p r e c i a t e  t h i s  approach. The Feast of  Tabernac les  t h a t  w e  observed,  
l eav ing  us  a l l  w i t h  such a resounding  b e l i e f  i n  t h e  o v e r a l l  s t r e n g t h  and 
u n i t y  of God's Church, i s  a ve ry  clear i n d i c a t i o n  t h a t  t h e  approach be ing  
taken  is b e i n g  blessed. 

On c l o s i n g ,  l e t  m e  s ay  a g a i n  as I have r a t h e r  f r e q u e n t l y  i n  r e c e n t  
months, w e  a& a t  some t i m e  i n  o u r  pas t  " s o l d  eve ry th ing ,  gave a l l ,  
even su r rende red  o u r  own l i ves  and s e l f - w i l l  t o  buy t h e  'pearl  of  g r e a t  
p r i ce !  ' I' That  pearl encompasses a l l  t h e r e  i s  i n  God's g r e a t ,  e q u i t a b l e  
and j u s t  p l a n  f o r  a l l  mankind. What, now, i s  worth s e l l i n g  it f o r ?  Does 
it have ANY price? 

I t  i s  up t o  each one of us  t o  p u t  i n t o  practice t h e  concepts  i n  t h i s  
le t ter .  W e  can work t o g e t h e r  and w e  can overcome a l l  o b s t a c l e s  i f  w e  
want t o  deeply enough and a sk  God for  b o t h  H i s  f o r g i v e n e s s  and H i s  help!

W e l l ,  n i c e  t o  be  back a g a i n ,  b u t  t h i s  i s  my second t i m e  t h i s  y e a r  w i t h  
you a l r e a d y ,  and it s t i l l  i s n ' t  Thanksgiving. I h a v e n ' t  appeared  be- 
fore t h e  s t u d e n t s  i n  a forum o r  assembly t h a t  many t i m e s  i n  a whole 
y e a r  f o r  s e v e r a l  y e a r s .  

Now, ove r  i n  p o s t  World War I1 B r i t a i n ,  t h e  United S ta tes ,  France  and 
so on--the Allies--won t h e  w a r .  W e  l o s t  t he  peace.  W e  have n o t  won 
t h e  peace.  We're s t i l l ,  t o  o u r  sorrow, going t o  f i n d  t h a t  o u t ,  and I 
t h i n k  i t  may be r a t h e r  soon. I n c i d e n t a l l y ,  t h i n g s  have been going on 
down a t  t h e  Va t i can  i n  R o m e ,  w e  r e a l l y  should  keep ou r  eyes  on it, 
because it may be something t h a t ' s  go ing  t o  a f f e c t  every  one of o u r  
l i v e s  r a t h e r  d r a s t i c a l l y .  

I have now been,  f o r  f o r t y - f o u r  y e a r s ,  p roc la iming  t h a t  Europe w i l l  
u n i t e .  Now f o r t y - f o u r  y e a r s  ago w e  w e r e n ' t  p a s t  World War I1 y e t ,  b u t  
even du r ing  World War I1 I thought  t hey  would u n i t e  ve ry  soon a f t e r  t h e  
w a r  w a s  over .  The n a t i o n s  i n  Europe a l l  want t o  u n i t e .  They want a 
common cur rency .  

You know, you go from one n a t i o n  t o  a n o t h e r ,  i t ' s  l i k e  going  from one 
s t a t e  t o  a n o t h e r  h e r e  i n  t he  United States.  You're go ing  from one n a t i o n  
t o  a n o t h e r ,  and they  a l l  speak d i f f e r e n t  languages.  You g e t  i n  t h e  
n e x t  n a t i o n ,  t h e  f i r s t  t h i n g  you have t o  do i s  go t o  t h e  bank, u s u a l l y  
r i g h t  a t  t h e  a i rpo r t ,  and t r a n s f e r  s o m e  of your  money i n t o  t h e i r  money, 
because you c a n ' t  u se  your  money t h e r e .  You've got t o  g e t  t h e i r  money 
t o  spend. I n  France you have t o  ge t  t h e  French f r a n c ,  i n  Germany, t h e  
German mark, and i n  Swi t ze r l and ,  t h e  Swiss f r a n c .  And so it goes.  They 
want a common cur rency .  Now, I unders tand  t h e y ' r e  working on it now t o  
t r y  t o  g e t  it, b u t  I d o n ' t  know what k i n d  of p r o g r e s s  t h e y ' r e  making. 

A l s o  t hey  would l i k e  t o  be  p o l i t i c a l l y  u n i t e d .  Now, t hey  d i d  work 
o u t  t h e  Common Market as you know, a good many y e a r s  ago, and w h i l e  w e  
w e r e  s t i l l  o p e r a t i n g  t h e  c o l l e g e  i n  England. And, of  cour se ,  fo r  a 
whi le  it w a s  q u i t e  a b i g  p o l i t i c a l  q u e s t i o n  i n  England, as t o  whether 
England should  go i n  on it or  n o t .  I sa id  a l l  t h e  t i m e  t h a t ,  whether  
they  shou ld  or  n o t  is  n o t  f o r  m e  t o  d e c i d e ,  b u t  t h a t  t hey  won ' t  s t a y  
i n  it. When t h e  United Europe comes up, o r  t h e  United S t a t e s  of Europe, 
what it w i l l  r e a l l y  be i s  a r e s u r r e c t i o n  of t h e  Holy Roman E m p i r e ,  t h e  
medieval Holy Roman E m p i r e  from 554 t o  1814 A.D.  And if and when they  
g e t  i t ,  t h e r e ' s  o n l y  one way they  can and t h a t  i s  t h e  way it w a s  a l l  
through t h o s e  y e a r s ,  where t h e  papacy s a t  on t o p  and r u l e d  over t h e  
k ings .  Y o u ' l l  f i n d  it d e s c r i b e d  i n  t h e  seven teen th  c h a p t e r  of Revela- 
t i o n .  

Anyway, w e  know t h e y ' v e  had t h i s  i n  mind. W e  know, a lso,  t h a t  a t  t h e  
Vat ican t h e y ' v e  had it i n  mind. 
course ,  i s  an ex t remely  complicated t h i n g ,  and ft t a k e s  a n  awful  l o t  of 
p lanning  and maneuvering and manipula t ing  and e v e r y t h i n g  else b e f o r e  
they b r i n g  it about .  
he died and Pope John XXIII w a s  elected, I thought  s u r e l y  he would b e  
t h e  pope t h a t  would do t h i s .  But when I s a w  who they  had s e l e c t e d  and 
s a w  h i s  p i c t u r e ,  I thought ,  why he d o e s n ' t  look l i k e  t he  man t h a t  I 
looked f o r  t o  f i l l  t h i s  role i n  t h e  world's  "p rogres s"  h e r e ,  o r  l a c k  of 
it. And he  t r ied t h e  ecumenical movement of g e t t i n g  the  churches to- 
g e t h e r ,  t h a t  i s ,  t h e  E a s t e r n  Orthodox C a t h o l i c  Church and then  t h e  

Every p o l i t i c a l  move of t h a t  k ind ,  of 

I expec ted  it back i n  t h e  t i m e  of Pope P ius .  When 
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P r o t e s t a n t s ,  o r  as many as p o s s i b l e .  The P r o t e s t a n t s  organized  i n  a 
world a s s o c i a t i o n  of P r o t e s t a n t s .  They've been making o v e r t u r e s  back 
and f o r t h ,  b u t  t hey  never  g o t  t o g e t h e r .  

T h e r e ' s  on ly  one way t h e  Roman C a t h o l i c  Church w i l l  g e t  t o g e t h e r ,  and 
t h a t  i s  t h e  pope must s i t  on top,  b u t  t h e  P r o t e s t a n t s  d o n ' t  want him t o  
be on top .  They would l i k e  h i m  to  j u s t  have h i s  s h a r e  of t h e  l eade r -  
s h i p .  And of cour se ,  t h e  Ca tho l i c s  a r e n ' t  going t o  do t h a t .  

Now,  t h e r e ' s  a c a r d i n a l , B e n e l l i ,  who r e a l l y  had been running t h e  Cur i a .  
And B e n e l l i  h a s  been working on t h i s  ve ry  i d e a  f o r  a long t i m e .  Pope 
Paul  d i e d  f i n a l l y ;  t h a t ' s  when I thought  t h a t  maybe B e n e l l i  would g e t  
i n .  B e n e l l i  maneuvered t h e  v o t i n g  i n  t h e  S i s t i n e  Chapel. They e l e c t e d  
t h i s  man w h o  took t h e  name of John Paul  I ,  names of t h e  t w o  preceding  
popes p u t  t o g e t h e r .  And then  he  d i e d  suddenly.  

Now a g a i n ,  t hey  elect  a man who i s  n o t  an I t a l i a n  and who came f r o m  
behind t h e  I r o n  Curtain--Poland. A P o l i s h  Pope. A s  I unders tand  it, 
from what i n fo rma t ion  does l e a k  o u t ,  B e n e l l i  w a s  r e a l l y  t r y i n g  t o  g e t  
it t h i s  t i m e  f o r  h imse l f .  And h e  g o t  w i t h i n  t w o  v o t e s .  I n  t h e  mean- 
t i m e ,  t h i s  man w a s  e l e c t e d  t h e  p r e s e n t  pope and took t h e  name of John 
Paul  11. But t h e r e  are t h i n g s  about  h i m .  H e  i s  capable  of s p r i n g i n g  
very sudden s u r p r i s e s ,  f o r  one t h i n g .  H e  i s  a s t ickler  f o r  t h e  o l d  
t r a d i t i o n a l  Roman r e l i g i o n .  T h e r e ' r e  s e v e r a l  t h i n g s  t h a t  i n d i c a t e  he 
might be t he  man. 

Now, a p p a r e n t l y  B e n e l l i  d i d  n o t  manipula te  t h i s  e l e c t i o n  t o  p u t  him i n ,  
b u t  B e n e l l i  might have,  when he  s a w  he w a s n ' t  making it h i m s e l f ,  t i p p e d  
t h e  scale over t o  and thrown h i s  v o t e s  t o  t h e  pope who d i d  g e t  it. 

There are t w o  p l a n s  t h a t  have been made i n  Europe o u t s i d e  of t h e  Vat ican .  
D r .  O t t o  von Habsburg of t h e  Habsburg t r a d i t i o n  i n  A u s t r i a  a lso has one. 
Ac tua l ly ,  D r .  Habsburg's p l a n ,  i n  my judgment, comes t h e  n e a r e s t  of being 
what t hey  w i l l  adopt  because w e  have b i b l i c a l  prophecy to  go on it. And 
w e  unders tand  a l i t t l e  b i t  of  w h a t ' s  go ing  t o  happen from what i s  
r evea led  i n  t h e  p rophec ie s ,  e s p e c i a l l y  i n  t h e  seven teen th  c h a p t e r  of 
Revelat ion.  I f e l t  t h a t  p robably  t h e  p l a n ,  as it w i l l  f i n a l l y  mature ,  
would be t h a t  o f  D r .  Habsburg. The man p u t  a t  t h e  helm might b e  Franz 
Josef S t r a u s s .  

One of t h e  s t r o n g e s t  l e a d e r s  i n  Europe--they c a l l  him t h e  "St ronu  Man 
of Europe"--Franz Jose f  S t r a u s s  who h a s  w r i t t e n  h i s  "grand des ign"  of 
u n i t i n g  Europe. Now S t r a u s s  i s  n o t  too o l d  for  t h e  job. And, of cour se ,  
i f  w e  de l ay  a n o t h e r  t e n  y e a r s ,  he  w i l l  be. I f  t hey  should  go ahead w i t h  
it and complete t h e  union,  o r  t h e  r e s u r r e c t i o n  of  t h e  so-called Holy 
Roman E m p i r e ,  h e  would probably be the--they might c a l l  him t h e  emperor, 
o r  whatever t h e y  ca l l  him--he would b e  over a l l  t e n  n a t i o n s .  

But, of cour se ,  they  know t h o s e  t h i n g s  are i n  t h e  B i b l e ,  b u t  t hey  shove 
it t o  one s i d e  and it d o e s n ' t  mean them, it means somebody else. T h a t ' s  
j u s t  t h e  way it is  when I s a y  any th ing  t h a t  i s  corrective i n  a sermon, 
everybody s i t t i n g  o u t  t h e r e  t h i n k s ,  " W e l l ,  t hey  d i d n ' t  mean m e .  They 
meant t h e  person  n e x t  t o  m e . "  And o f  cour se ,  I d o n ' t .  I mean t h a t  
person r i g h t  t h e r e  because I mean everybody. People d o n ' t  l i k e  t o  t a k e  
it t o  themselves.  

- 
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W e l l ,  w e  are j u s t  w a i t i n g  t o  see, b u t  a l l  t h e s e  t h i n g s  ... w e  know i t ' s  
coming. Now, I f i n d  t h a t  God w i l l ,  on occasion when i t ' s  necessary ,  
j u s t  ho ld  back t h e  t r e n d  of world e v e n t s  u n t i l  a c e r t a i n  t h i n g  t h a t  he 
wants done i s  taken  care o f .  For  example, w e  come up t o  t h e  s i x t h  seal 
i n  Revelat ion 6, and t h e  s i g n s  i n  t h e  sun and moon and stars have a l r eady  
happened ( a t  t h e  end of t h e  s i x t h  c h a p t e r  of Reve la t ion ) .  That i s  t h e  
s i x t h  seal .  

I t ' s  t i m e  now f o r  t h e  seventh seal .  So you come t o  t h e  seventh  c h a p t e r ,  
which should b e  t h e  seventh  seal ,  and i n s t e a d ,  God sends an angel  and 
says ,  j u s t  ho ld  eve ry th ing  up. We've g o t  something t o  do t h a t  h a s n ' t  
been done y e t .  So w e ' r e  j u s t  going t o  slow w o r l d  cond i t ions  down u n t i l  
w e  seal  t h e  s e r v a n t s  of o u r  G o d  i n  t h e i r  foreheads.  T h a t ' s  when t h e  
1 4 4 , 0 0 0  are t o  b e  sea l ed .  T h a t  h a s n ' t  happened y e t .  And another  great  
innumerable mul t i t ude  of people  t h a t  have heard t h e  Gospel over  t h e  a i r ,  
o r  read i t  i n  t h e  P l a i n  Truth or  o the rwise  emanating from t h i s  campus, 
and who have n o t  come i n t o  t h e  Church. They might have w r i t t e n  i n  t o  
g e t  more l i t e r a t u r e  o r  they  may n o t  have. W e  wouldn ' t  know. But I t h i n k  
t h a t  many of those  are then  going t o  be  s e a l e d  wi th  t h e  S p i r i t  of God. 
Now t h i s  w i l l  be  a f t e r  t h e  Great T r i b u l a t i o n ,  which i s  t h e  f i f t h  seal ,  
and a t e r r i b l e  t i m e  of t r o u b l e .  They w i l l  be  people  who have been 
through t h a t  and surv ived  and l i v e d ,  and they  w i l l  then  be  s e a l e d .  
a l l  of t h a t ,  f i n a l l y ,  then  t h e  seventh  seal  w i l l  b e  opened. The seventh  
seal is t h e  seven l a s t  plagues.  That  w i l l  t a k e  p l a c e  a t  t h e  p r e c i s e  
t i m e  of t h e  second coming of C h r i s t .  

A f t e r  

Now t h a t ' s  a l l  j u s t  ahead of us  i n  t h e  f u t u r e .  I t ' s  something t h a t  you 
should a l l  l i v e  t o  see. I t ' s  going t o  be a very  impor tan t  t h i n g  i n  
your l i fe .  You have no i d e a  what you may have t o  l i v e  through between 
now and then ,  and t h e  t h i n g s  w e ' r e  going t o  go through. 

There are t h o s e  who want t o  d i s p u t e  t h e  i d e a  t h a t  t h e  seven churches of 
Revelat ion 2 and 3 are success ive  eras of t h e  church. I have s a i d  f o r  
f i f t y - o n e  y e a r s  t h a t  t hey  are n o t  on ly  seven eras,  b u t  a lso seven char-  
acterist ics t h a t  w i l l  be  i n  t h e  Church a t  a l l  t i m e s ,  w i th  t h e  Laodicean 
condi t ion  dominating i n  t h e  l a s t  church. W e  h a v e n ' t  g o t t e n  t o  t h e  l a s t  
era y e t .  But w e ' r e  i n  t h e  t i m e  when God has  opened doors t o  g e t  t h e  
Gospel t o  t h e  world. W e  are i n  t h e  t i m e  when, fo r  t h e  f i r s t  t i m e  i n  
1900 y e a r s ,  t h e  real  Gospel t h a t  C h r i s t  brought  i s  going t o  t h e  world. 
The Gospel of J e s u s  C h r i s t  i s  t h e  message C h r i s t  brought  and preached. 
That message h a s  n o t  been preached from--oh, w e  d o n ' t  know t h e  d a t e ,  b u t  
I ' d  say t h e  churches had tu rned  t o  ano the r  gospe l  (many of them) by t h e  
l a t e  50's A.D.-butw we'll say  from 70 A . D . ,  a f t e r  t h e  invas ion  of 
Jerusalem by t h e  Roman armies, t h a t  i t  has  no t  been preached t o  t h e  
world. 

I came on t h e  scene myself i n  t h e  S a r d i s  era. Now w e  have a l o t  of 
people who want t o  t a k e  anyth ing  t h a t  C h r i s t  pub i n t o  t h e  Church through 
m e ,  and they  want t o  knock it i n  t h e  head and s a y ,  "That is  wrong; t h a t  
is  a f a l s e  d o c t r i n e . "  We've had a l o t  of so -ca l l ed  i n t e l l e c t s  around 
h e r e  on t h i s  campus, t r y i n g  t o  do t h a t  very  th ing .  And very  so r rowfu l ly ,  
I ' v e  had a son t h a t  has  a ided  and a b e t t e d  i n  t h a t  so r t  of th ing .  So 
w e ' r e  s t a r t i n g  to  sor t  of c l e a n  house a l i t t l e  b i t  around he re .  
a good d e a l  l i k e  I ' v e  s a i d ,  what had happened h e r e  t o  us i s  l i k e  a 
cancer .  I g o t  t h e  core of t h e  cancer  o u t ,  b u t  it has o t h e r  p a r t s .  I t  
w i l l  s t a r t  reaching  w i t h  i t s  t e n t a c l e s  t o  t h e  whole body if w e  d o n ' t  

I t ' s  
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g e t  it o u t .  Believe m e ,  J e s u s  C h r i s t  through m e  i s  going t o  s t a r t  
g e t t i n g  a l l  t h e  o t h e r  branches o u t  u n t i l  w e  g e t  i t  o u t  of t h e  l i t t l e  
twigs a l l  over, a l l  ove r  i n  a l l  p a r t s  of t h e  world.  That  cance r  h a s  
g o t  t o  be removed. T h i s  h a s  g o t  t o  b e ,  once a g a i n ,  t h e  real  Church of 
God, and n o t  t h e  church of Sa tan .  So, as I s a y ,  we've been through t h e  
wars and have been through t h e  s t o r m .  

W e l l  now, w e  d o n ' t  know w h a t  w i l l  happen. A t  any t i m e  something could  
be launched t o  u n i t e  Europe under t h e  Vat ican .  I t  can o n l y  come through 
t h e  Vat ican.  The n a t i o n s  have a l r e a d y  proved they  cannot  ge t  themselves 
t o g e t h e r .  They j u s t  c a n ' t  do it. T h e  Germans are n o t  going t o  accept 
t h e  Frenchmen, and D e  Gaul le  would have l i k e d  t o  have done i t ,  b u t  t h e  
Germans wouldn ' t  a c c e p t  him. They w e r e  s t r o n g  enough t o  keep h i m  o u t .  
The French and some o t h e r  n a t i o n s  i n  i t  are n o t  going t o  a c c e p t  a German, 
and t h e r e  you go. They may have t o  a c c e p t  a German when t h e  Vat ican  
e n t e r s  i n t o  it. The Vat ican  w i l l  decide who 's  going t o  be there-- the 
real  "Beast," so t o  speak ,  i n  b i b l i c a l  language. 

That b r i n g s  us  down t o  t h i s  t i m e .  T h i s  Church, t h i s  era ,  is  t h e  on ly  
era of  t h e  Church t h a t  C h r i s t  d i d  n o t  f i n d  something a g a i n s t .  T o  a l l  t h e  
rest H e  sa id ,  ''1 know your  works." I n  o ther  words, he complimented them, 
you've done t h i s  and t h a t  and t h a t ' s  f i n e .  H e  s a i d ,  "But I have something 
a g a i n s t  you." H e  d i d  n o t  s ay  t o  t h e  P h i l a d e l p h i a  e r a  "I have something 
a g a i n s t  you." I n s t e a d  o f  t h a t ,  he  d i d  say  t h a t  w e  w i l l  be p r o t e c t e d  from 
t h i s  g r e a t  t r i b u l a t i o n .  

Now,  t h e  q u e s t i o n  i s  t h i s ,  and I d o n ' t  know myself .  I would l i k e  t o  
d i s c u s s  t h i s  w i th  D r .  Hoeh and one o r  t w o  others--maybe t h r e e ,  f o u r ,  o r  
f i v e  o t h e r s ,  whether  t h i s  Church w i l l  j u s t  l a p s e  i n t o  t h e  Laodicean 
cond i t ion  or w i l l  i t  be a n o t h e r  e n t i r e l y  d i f f e r e n t  church w i t h  an en- 
t i r e l y  d i f f e r e n t  l e a d e r s h i p ,  who are n o t  members of  t h i s  church a t  a l l .  
One t h i n g  I do know, it 'll be  t h e  Church of G o d .  Anyone who has done 
what my son h a s  done could  n o t  s t a r t  and l e a d  t h e  t r u e  Church of God. 
So what h e ' s  doing cannot  be t h e  Laodicean Church, b u t  if it i s ,  i t ' s  
a l u k e w a r m  church,  and C h r i s t  s a y s  h e ' s  going t o  s p e w  it o u t  of h i s  
mouth. Now,  I t h i n k  i t ' s  i n  t h e  25th c h a p t e r  of Y a t t h e w  t h a t  he spews 
h a l f  of  it o u t  of h i s  mouth. Maybe t h e  o t h e r  h a l f  g e t s  i n ,  and t h e r e  
are i n d i c a t i o n s ,  of cour se ,  i n  t h e  3rd c h a p t e r  of Revela t ion  t h a t  many 
i n  t h a t  church are going  t o  go i n t o  t h e  Kingdom of G o d .  The Church as 
a whole is  i n  a lukewarm c o n d i t i o n ,  b u t  economical ly  and f i n a n c i a l l y  
r i c h .  Now, I d o n ' t  t h i n k  w e  could  say  w e  are r ich  a f te r  a l l  t h e  f inan -  
c i a l  t r o u b l e s  we've been through a l l  t h e s e  y e a r s .  I c a n ' t  see how t h a t  
can apply  to us. The lukewarmness, yes .  W e  have t o  f i g h t  a g a i n s t  t h a t  
a l l  t he  t h e .  But a t  least  w e ' r e  f i g h t i n g  a g a i n s t  it. I ' m  doing every- 
t h i n g  I can  do now t o  t r y  t o  s t ir  up t h e  b r e t h r e n .  I ' v e  found it has  
g o t t e n  down t o  a case of  lukewarmness i n  t h e  l a s t  t w o  F e a s t s  of Tabernacles 
So I began t o  work w i t h  t h e  men t h a t  w e r e  workiag on t h e  Feast of Taber- 
n a c l e s  and w i t h  t h e  m i n i s t e r s .  I s e n t  a l o t  of t h i n g s  o u t  t o  t h e  
m i n i s t e r s  who would do t h e  speaking  t h a t  m o s t  of you never  hea rd  o f .  
The r e s u l t  i s  t h a t  w e  d i d  have s p i r i t u a l  revival i n  t h i s  Fes t iva l  of 
Tabernacles. I t  w a s  a t h i n g  of joy, as they  s a y ,  a beauty  t o  behold,  
a t  least  t o  exper ience .  A t h i n g  of joy f o r e v e r .  And I hope it w i l l  be 
forever, too. So w e ' r e ,  I hope, coming o u t  of t h a t  stage of l u k e w a r m -  
ness  because w e  are t h e  one w h o  i s  c a r r y i n g  t h a t  Gospel t h a t  C h r i s t  
preached t o  t h e  world f o r  the  f i r s t  t i m e  i n  1 9 0 0  y e a r s .  Every th ing  f i t s ,  
and you c a n ' t  deny it. 



W e l l ,  I won' t  t a k e  any more of your  t i m e  now. So I ' l l  hope t o  b e  back 
aga in  a f t e r  maybe a few weeks. I ' m  go ing  t o  p l an  t o  come i n  and speak 
t o  you a few t i m e s  through t h e  y e a r ,  which I had n o t  been doing  i n  t h e  
p a s t  y e a r s .  

EXCERPTS FROM MR. RADER'S TALK, SABBATH NOVEMBER 1 7  

This  i s  a rare occas ion  f o r  m e  because i t ' s  t h e  f i r s t  t i m e  t h a t  I ' l l  
be speaking  s i n c e  my daughter  h a s  become a m e m b e r  of t h e  Church. My 
daughter  Carol ,  as r e p o r t e d  i n  t h e  WORLDWIDE NEWS w a s  indeed b a p t i z e d  
t w o  weeks ago l a s t  even ing ,  I guess  it w a s ,  by M r .  B o b  Fahey i n  my 
presence  and t h e  presence  of M r .  Helge. I ' l l  keep my remarks sho r t  
today. S h e ' s  a p r e t t y  severe c r i t i c .  She hands o u t  h e r  compliments 
on people  who speak b e f o r e  congrega t ions  v e r y ,  ve ry  guardedly ,  a l though 
l a s t  week s h e  s a i d  t h a t  M r .  C o l e ' s  sermon w a s  ou t s t and ing .  

M r .  Armstrong mentioned h i s  t r i p  so I won ' t  have t o  say  anyth ing  about  
it, a l though I had planned on it. We w i l l  be  l e a v i n g  about  December 1 0  
o r  December 11 f o r  a two-week t r i p  t o  t h e  Middle E a s t .  Although we'd 
hoped t o  be  a b l e  t o  squeeze i n  Egypt a t  t h e  same t i m e ,  it j u s t  w i l l  
n o t  be p o s s i b l e ,  so w e ' r e  go ing  t o  do t h e  e n t i r e  t r i p  i n  Israel .  W e  
have f o u r  members of o u r  t e l e v i s i o n  c r e w  who w i l l  b e  t h e r e  t o  f i l m  
eve ry th ing  i n  1 6  mm. f i l m  and w e ' l l  work t h a t  i n t o  some of o u r  pro- 
gramming i n  t h e  f u t u r e .  W e  expec t  it t o  b e  a ve ry  impor tan t  occas ion  
because it w i l l  commemorate t h e  end of t e n  y e a r s  of a s s o c i a t i o n  i n  one 
p r o j e c t  a f t e r  a n o t h e r  and t h e  beginning  o f  a new decade. I t  w a s  on 
December 1, 1 9 6 8  t h a t  M r .  Armstrong f i r s t  m e t  w i t h  t h e  then  p r e s i d e n t  
of Israel, D r .  Shaza r ,  and ag reed  t h a t  w e  would commence what has 
tu rned  o u t  t o  be  a ten-year  a s s o c i a t i o n .  We're now planning  t o  move 
forward w i t h  t h e  t i m e  t h a t  remains t o  u s ,  of  c o u r s e ,  and w e ' l l  be  
d igging  i n  t h e  c i t y  of David. 

I had t h e  chance Wednesday f o r  t h e  f i rs t  t i m e  t o  "p lug" ,  a s  t hey  say ,  
M r .  Armstrong's book on someone else 's  t e l e v i s i o n  program. I w a s  i n t e r -  
viewed by M r .  Michael Jackson on KCET ( t h a t ' s  P u b l i c  T e l e v i s i o n  channel  
2 8  i n  t h i s  area).  T h e y ' l l  be g i v i n g  us  an a i r i n g  d a t e  s o m e t i m e  i n  t h e  
n e x t  week, b u t  i t ' l l  probably be wh i l e  M r .  Armstrong and I are away, 
r i g h t  about  t h e  middle of December. 

I t  w a s  i n t e r e s t i n g  because I now see t h a t  for  t h e  f i r s t  t i m e ,  t h e r e  
i s  much more i n t e r e s t  i n  what w e  b e l i e v e  and what w e  are say ing  and 
what  w e  are doing  about  what w e  b e l i e v e  r a t h e r  t han  o t h e r  t h i n g s  which 
i n  t h e  p a s t  have made us  somewhat, s h a l l  w e  s a y ,  v i c t i m s  of c i rcumstance  
and t h e  con t rove r sy  t h a t  from t i m e  t o  t i m e  h a s  surrounded us .  I n  30 
minutes ,  almost eve ry  q u e s t i o n  w a s  d i r e c t e d  t o  what do w e  believe. The 
p lug  f o r  M r .  Armstrong's book w a s  ve ry  n a t u r a l  because Michael Jackson 
w a s  a sk ing  " J u s t  what i s  man? What is  man's puFpose? And how do you 
view t h a t ? "  I s a i d ,  " I ' m  n o t  go ing  t o  be  able t o  answer t h a t  i n  t h e  
l i t t l e  b i t  of  t i m e  t h a t  w e  have l e f t ,  b u t  it j u s t  so happens one of 
t h o s e  books t h a t  I gave you ( I  had g iven  him a copy o f  THE - INCREDIBLE 
HUMAN POTENTIAL), t e l l s  t h e  whole story." O f  cou r se  I w a s  t hen  able 
t o  ho ld  t h e  book up... I neve r  expected t o  have t h a t  q u e s t i o n  asked 
i n  j u s t  t h a t  way. But I said,  " I t  h a s  t h e  answer t o  e v e r y t h i n g  t h a t  
you in t ended  t o  a s k  i n  t h e  q u e s t i o n ,  and even t h a t  which perhaps you 
hadn ' t thought  about .  " 
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I t  is r e f r e s h i n g  t o  have a s e r i o u s  j o u r n a l i s t ,  t e l e v i s i o n  j o u r n a l i s t  
l i k e  Michael Jackson,spend t h e  e n t i r e  30 minutes j u s t  ask ing  one way 
o r  another  f o r  a l l  p r a c t i c a l  purposes ,  what do w e  be l i eve .  And how 
are w e  going about g e t t i n g  o u r  message t o  t h e  world. I t  w a s  on ly  a t  
t h e  very t a i l  end t h a t  he asked anything a t  a l l  about o t h e r  t h i n g s  
l i k e  our  conce r t  series and ou r  auditorium. 

T h i s  morning I took t i m e  t o  speak w i t h  M r .  Armstrong a t  some l eng th  
because tomorrow morning I ' l l  be l eav ing  for  New York for  about  f o u r  
o r  f i v e  days t o  make p l a n s  concerning QUEST, and wanted t o  ge t  h i s  in -  
s i g h t  as w e l l  as some advice and i n s t r u c t i o n .  We're a t  t h a t  p o i n t  
now where w e  have seven more months remaining t o  us-- less  than  seven 
now because w e ' r e  i n  t h e  middle of November--seven more months t o  t h e  
end of t h e  f i s c a l  y e a r  a t  which t i m e  ou r  commitment t o  s t a y  w i t h  QUEST 
w o u l d , ' l e t  us s ay ,  come t o  an end,  a l though M r .  Armstro?g has  sa id  w e  
may n o t  end i t  a t  t h a t  t i m e  i f  t h e  f i n a n c i a l  cons ide ra t ions  beyond 
J u l y  1 are t h i n g s  which w e  feel are w i t h i n  o u r  a b i l i t y  t o  handle ,  
and i f  every th ing  about QUEST proves t o  be more and more c o n s i s t e n t  
with t h e  g e t t i n g  o u t  of t h e  Gospel. I ' l l  be  t r y i n g  to  review t h e  
h i s t o r y ,  l e t ' s  say ,  o r  experience of  t he  p a s t  f i v e  and a h a l f  months 
t o  see how t h e  f i n a n c i a l  cons ide ra t ions  are comparing wi th  what promises 
have been made t o  m e  and t o  M r .  Armstrong back i n  J u l y ,  and then  t r y -  
i ng  t o  m a k e  some good c r y s t a l  b a l l  estimates of  what would l i e  beyond 
June 1979. T h a t  i s  a very d i f f i c u l t  t h i n g  t o  do. 

But one t h i n g  w e  are cons ider ing  i s  going from t h e  p r e s e n t  bimonthly 
format t o  w h a t  would be tantamount t o  a monthly format ,  o r  a t  the  very 
least ,  t e n  i s s u e s  which would make it i d e n t i c a l  w i t h  t h a t  of t h e  P L A I N  
TRUTH. This  would make t h e  magazine m o r e  a ccep tab le  to  newsstand 
d e a l e r s ,  for  example. I t  would a lso make it more accep tab le  perhaps 
t o  more people who want t o  have a magazine every  month i n s t e a d  of every 
o t h e r  month. There are very  few s u c c e s s f u l  magazines which are set 
up on a bimonthly b a s i s .  

So w e ' l l  be th ink ing  about a l l  of t hose  t h i n g s  and then  I ' l l  be  coming 
back t o  Tucson a week from now, a c t u a l l y  nex t  Fr iday.  M r .  Armstrong 
w i l l  then b e  b r i e f e d  wi th  what I have l ea rned  and then  h e ' l l  b e  making 
some dec i s ions .  A s  I t o l d  him, t h e  easiest t h i n g  f o r  us t o  do would 
be t o  d i spose  of t h e  magazine and on t h e  o t h e r  hand, s o m e t i m e s  t o  work 
with something t h a t  is  p o t e n t i a l l y  so good r e q u i r e s  sometimes g r e a t  
e f f o r t .  H e  knows t h a t  because he knows t h e  i n d u s t r y  very w e l l .  A s  
he has  reminded m e ,  he w a s  i n  t h e  pub l i sh ing  bus iness  b e f o r e  I w a s  
born. So h e ' s  r i g h t  on t o p  of it. I would hope t h a t  i f  a l l  t h e  people 
t h a t  are going t o  be spending t h e i r  t i m e  t h i s  week on t h e  magazine 
do t h e i r  be& work i n  he lp ing  m e ,  then  M r .  Amst rong  w i l l  be  able t o  
make t h e  right dec i s ions .  W e  s t i l l  have many people i n t e r e s t e d  i n  
buying i t - -Lf t ton  I n d u s t r i e s  is  very  keen. I had another  ca l l  y e s t e r -  
day from CBS. ABC is  s t i l l  i n t e r e s t e d .  And t h e s e  are a l l  u n s o l i c i t e d  
cal ls  t h a t  have been coming i n .  I f  w e  should f i p d  t h a t  for  one reason 
o r  another  it would be i n  o u r  b e s t  i n t e r e s t  a f t e r  J u l y  to  no t  have t o  
be f u r t h e r  involved wi th  t h e  magazine, then w e  could s t e p  up t h e  
e f f o r t s  t o  d i spose  of it between January and June. 

This b r i n g s  you r i g h t  up to  d a t e  on t h a t .  I n  t h e  meantime, I d i scussed  
l a s t  week wi th  M r .  Armstrong an i d e a  t h a t  w e  had f o r  a t e l e v i s i o n  show 
and ou r  t e l e v i s i o n  people are now working on a p i l o t  which w e  hope w i l l  
be a v a i l a b l e  t o  show t o  t h e  m i n i s t e r s  a t  t h e  m i n i s t e r i a l  conference,  
which w i l l  be s o m e t i m e  i n  January.  That  i s  t o  t a k e  t h e  P L A I N  TRUTH, 
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which i s  o u r  t e r r i b l y  powerful p r i n t e d  message, t h a t  which w e  use  so 
e f f e c t i v e l y ,  and have used so e f f e c t i v e l y  for so long t o  reach people 
wi th  t h e  p r i n t e d  word, t o  make t h e  PLAIN TRUTH i n t o  a t e l e v i s i o n  pro- 
gram as w e l l .  How many of you are conversavt  w i th  t h i n g s  l i k e  20/20, 
60 MINUTES, and t h e  l i k e ?  W e l l ,  we've had many o f f e r s  du r ing  t h e  past  
t w o  y e a r s  from people  i n  t h e  i n d u s t r y  and from people who would l i k e  
t o  become involved i n  it wi th  us t o  t a k e  QUEST t o  t e l e v i s i o n  as w e l l .  
The reason t h a t  w e  d i d n ' t  pay much a t t e n t i o n  t o  i t  w a s  w e  f e l t  t h a t  
QUEST w a s  i n  i t s  format ive  s t a g e s  and i f  t h e  t e l e v i s i o n  program d i d  
n o t  pan o u t  a s  a commercial ven tu re ,  it would have s o m e  impact on 
whether o r  n o t  t h e  magazine would e v e r  b e  s u c c e s s f u l l y  launched. The 
same c o n s i d e r a t i o n s  would n o t  be involved  w i t h  something as powerful ly  
entrenched as t h e  PLAIN TRUTH. W e  t h i n k  w e  may be a b l e  t o  come up w i t h  
a very dynamic program. 

The f i r s t  t h i n g  M r .  Armstrong sa id  when I mentioned it w a s ,  "Well, do 
you th ink  you can g e t  Mike Wallace and a l l  t h o s e  people from CBS?" 
W e l l ,  maybe w e  can make a s t a b  a t  it. But m o s t  of  t h o s e  people have 
long-term c o n t r a c t s .  But w e  can come up w i t h  people, I t h i n k ,  who can 
make it j u s t  as e x c i t i n g  and i t ' s  a big cha l l enge ,  of cour se ,  t o  o u r  
t e l e v i s i o n  people h e r e  i n  Pasadena. But I ' m  s u r e  w e  have t h e  c r e a t i v e  
t a l e n t  and d r i v e  t o  come up w i t h  a program of t h a t  sor t ,  and it would 
blend very n i c e l y  w i t h  w h a t  M r .  Armstrong j u s t  produced today and 
h e l p  us t o  g e t  t h e  message o u t  w i t h  greater and g r e a t e r  impact, help- 
i n g  i t  r e g i s t e r  everywhere. I f  such a program could  i n  f a c t  b e  
produced and be produced w e l l ,  I t h i n k  you can a l l  see h o w  it would 
i n t e g r a t e  o u r  e n t i r e  media e f f o r t .  
of t h e  PLAIN TRUTH going o u t  on newsstands.  
i n c r e a s i n g  t h a t .  And of cour se  w e  have a l r e a d y  passed  t h e  three 
m i l l i o n  mark i n  overall  c i r c u l a t i o n  for  t h e  P L A I N  TRUTH. I f  t h e  
t e l e v i s i o n  audience,  which is  immense, w e r e  t o  r e a l l y  begin  t o  recog- 
n i z e  t h e  name, t h e  PLAIN TRUTH, it would immediately i n c r e a s e  t h e  
a c c e p t a b i l i t y  of t h e  magazine. The magazine i n  t u r n  would create new 
l i s t e n e r s  o r  viewers  f o r  t h e  TV people .

I ' m  read ing  h e r e  f r o m  t h e  PASTOR'S REPORT. I understand t h a t  M r .  C o l e  
d i d  speak l a s t  week on rumoring. By co inc idence ,  M r .  Fahey has  w r i t t e n  
a very s t r o n g  a r t i c l e  i n  t h e  PASTOR'S REPORT. I t h i n k  i t ' s  so good 
t h a t  I ' m  going t o  recommend t h a t  it appear  a lso i n  t h e  GOOD NEWS. H e  
covers  it perhaps f r o m  a d i f f e r e n t  approach, maybe a more pos i t ive  one 
even. H e  s a y s  h e r e  a t  t h e  beginning ,  "Talk  about  rumor i s  u s u a l l y  too 
s i m p l i s t i c .  
i n  t h a t  it shows i n t e r e s t .  Somebody cares about  t h e  person  be ing  
d iscussed .  H i s  a c t i o n s  are impor tan t  and s i g n i f i c a n t .  People  t a l k  
about  what is of i n t e r e s t  t o  them. W e  have g iven  o u r  l i v e s  t o  t h i s  
Work. W e  are concerned about  every  f a c e t  o f  i t s  o p e r a t i o n s .  W e  care 
about t h e  tr iumphs and t h e  troubles. W e  discussethem both .  W e  want 
t o  know p a r t i c u l a r l y  about  t h e  l e a d e r s h i p ,  what t hey  are doing,  t h ink -  
i n g ,  p lanning ,  o r  even dreading  because t h o s e  a c t i v i t i e s  w i l l  a f fect  
t h e  Work and us.  So w e  are concerned. W e  want t o  know. That  i s  good. 
W e  do n o t  d i s c u s s  what is of no i n t e r e s t  t o  us. A f e w  y e a r s  ago, 
you could n o t  g e t  away from news about  J a c k i e  Kennedy.

reason. Now she  has  t h e  p r ivacy  s h e  wanted. But she may n o t  be 
happy wi th  t h a t  e i t h e r .  The p u b l i c  i s  say ing  i n  e f f e c t ,  w e  d o n ' t  care 

Communication people know t h a t  rumor can be a good s i g n  

And i f  you s a w  photos ( I  d i d ) ,  w i t h  good 
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about how r i c h  s h e  i s ,  h e r  marr iage  and d i v o r c e  p l a n s ,  no r  where she  
is  and how s h e  sunbathes .  W e  have l a r g e l y  l o s t  i n t e r e s t  i n  Jackie. 

"If our  h e a r t s  and t r e a s u r e s  are i n  t h e  Work, w e  w i l l  s u r e l y  t a l k  about 
it, and so w e  should.  The problem of course  i s  haw w e  t a l k  about  it. 
A s  M r .  Armstrong has  s a id  about  eve ry th ing  f r o m  shotquns t o  s e x ,  i t  i s  
n o t  t h e  t h i n g ,  b u t  t h e  misuse of the  t h i n g  t h a t  i s  wrong." 

Then he cont inued w i t h  much m o r e  t h a t  is very  good and i t ' s  much i n  
l i n e  w i t h  w h a t  we've been t r y i n g  t o  do h e r e  i n  t h e  Pasadena area and 
through t h e  pages of t h e  GOOD NEWS. We're t r y i n g  t o  be c e r t a i n  t h a t  
there i s  t h e  proper  k ind  of i n t e r a c t i o n  between department heads here, 
between employees and department heads, o r  you might s ay ,  between 
employees and a d m i n i s t r a t i o n .  I t ' s  a lso very  impor tan t  t o  have i n t e r -  
a c t i o n  between t h e  s t u d e n t  body and t h e  f a c u l t y ,  between the  f a c u l t y  
and t h e  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n ,  t h e  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  and t h e  s t u d e n t  body. T h a t  
i n t e r a c t i o n  b r i n g s  about  d i a logue ,  and d i a logue  b r i n g s  about  better 
communication, and b e t t e r  communication p r e v e n t s  o r  h e l p s  t o  p r e v e n t ,  
a t  any ra te ,  misunderstanding. There can always be  d i f f e r e n c e s  of 
opin ion ,  b u t  t h e r e  need n o t  be so many t h i n g s  t o  misunderstand. Hence 
w e  have found i t  t o  be  reasonably  s u c c e s s f u l  on t w o  occas ions  t o  
answer q u e s t i o n s  from people  i n  t h e  forums t h a t  we've had. M r .  LaRavia 
and I are r e s p o n s i b l e  here i n  headquar t e r s  f o r  q u i t e  a few people i n  
ou r  r e s p e c t i v e  departments ,  so w e  have ga the red  them t o g e t h e r  t w i c e  
now ove r  t h e  l a s t  t h r e e  months and have g iven  them an o p p o r t u n i t y  t o  
ask any q u e s t i o n  t h a t  they  might have. 

As a consequence of  M r .  Fahey 's  a r t ic le ,  which I s a w  b e f o r e  it w a s  
publ i shed ,  I thought  it w a s  so  good and so much t o  t h e  p o i n t  t h a t  
I added a s h o r t  comment h e r e  fo r  t h e  PASTOR'S REPORT: W e  should  "do 
every th ing  w e  can t o  clear up any rumors o r  g o s s i p  t h a t  i nvo lve  o u r  
areas of r e s p o n s i b i l i t y ,  b u t  your  h e l p  and coope ra t ion  is needed. 
All of you t h a t  receive t h e  PASTOR'S REPORT should  feel  free t o  w r i t e ,  
a sk ing  fo r  comments on any rumor you may have heard.  I w i l l  w r i t e  a 
r e p l y  t o  each le t ter .  I t  needs t o  b e  emphasized t h a t  any q u e s t i o n ,  
any subject i s  welcomed. The q u e s t i o n e r  w i l l  n o t  be  ;?resumed t o  b e l i e v e  
t h e  rumor o r  t h e  g o s s i p  t h a t  h e ' s  a sk ing  about  unless he states t h a t  
he does. Rather ,  it w i l l  b e  assumed t h a t  h e  i s  t r y i n g  t o  h e l p  s top 
rumors and t h e  harmful e f f e c t s  t hey  produce i n  t h e  church." 

I have found, and i t ' s  been M r .  Armstrong's u n f o r t u n a t e  o b s e r v a t i o n  
as w e l l  ove r  t h e  past  several y e a r s ,  t h a t  when people have somethinq 
on t h e i r  mind, t h e y ' l l  almost always ask anyone b u t  t h e  person  m o r e  
than  l i k e l y  t o  have t h e  answer. I d o n ' t  know why t h a t  i s  t r u e ,  b u t  
i f  i t ' s  a q u e s t i o n  i n  a p a r t i c u l a r  area or  about  a p a r t i c u l a r  m a t t e r ,  
it would seem t h a t  it would be ve ry ,  ve ry  e a s y  fo r  each person  who 
had something on h i s  mind concerning t h a t  p a r t i c u l a r  m a t t e r  t o  j u s t  
simply go d i r e c t l y  t o  t h e  person m o r e  than  l i k e l y  t o  have t h e  answer 
and have t h e  r i g h t  answer. But almost i n v a r i a b e ,  t h a t  i s n ' t  w h a t  
happens. I t  i s  d i scussed  w i t h  almost every  o t h e r  person ,  i n c l u d i n g  
those  w h o  would have l i t t l e  l i k e l i h o o d  t o  know what r e a l l y  i s  involved  
o r  t o  be able t o  c o n t r i b u t e  much o ther  than  confusion.  

So w e ' l l  see t h a t  maybe t h i s  gets i n t o  t h e  GOOD NEWS and g i v e  o u r  
b re th ren  a t  l a r g e  t h e  o p p o r t u n i t y  t o  ask  what t hey  might have on t h e i r  
minds about  subjects which are, as M r .  Fahey p o i n t e d  o u t ,  so ve ry  
important  t o  them because,  as h e  s a i d ,  w e  do have o u r  h e a r t  and o u r  
t r e a s u r e  i n  t h e  Work, and w e  are i n t e r e s t e d  i n  it. I t ' s  j u s t  a 
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q u e s t i o n  of  how w e  u s e  t h a t  which G o d  h a s  g i v e n  u s ,  which i s  t h e  
a b i l i t y  t o  s p e a k ,  and  of c o u r s e  w e  know i t ' s  t h e  w i s e  man who s a y s  
perhaps  a l i t t l e  b i t  less t h a n  o t h e r s  might  under  t h e  same c i r c u m s t a n c e s .  

So I w i l l  h o p e f u l l y  be able t o  accompl ish  s o m e  good t h i s  week and  t h e n  
M r .  Armstrong and I w i l l  report  t o  you f u l l y  as t o  what h i s  d e c i s i o n s  
and h i s  c o n c l u s i o n s  are e i t h e r  h e r e  i n  Pasadena ,  o r  i n  t h e  pages  o f  
t h e  GOOD NEWS o r  t h e  WORLDWIDE NEWS. 

TREASURER ADDRESSES MINISTERS'S CLUB 

M r .  Rader, T r e a s u r e r  o f  t h e  Worldwide Church o f  G o d ,  and A s s i s t a n t  
t o  M r .  Armstrong w a s  t h e  g u e s t  s p e a k e r  a t  t h e  November 8 t h  meet ing  
of  t h e  S a b b a t i c a l  M i n i s t e r ' s  C l u b .  The mee t ing  w a s  a t t e n d e d  by a b o u t  
30 o f  t h e  sabbatical  m i n i s t e r s  c u r r e n t l y  a t  H Q ,  and t h e i r  wives.  One 
of t h e  main pu rposes  of t h e  club i s  t o  h e l p  t h e  m i n i s t r y  become better 
a c q u a i n t e d  w i t h  many of t h e  men f u l f i l l i n g  key roles a t  HQ.  

M r .  Rader began h i s  35-minute a d d r e s s  by reminding  t h e  men o f  t h e  
heavy r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  of t h e  m i n i s t r y .  H e  s a i d  t h a t  a m i n i s t e r  must  
ac t  as a b u f f e r  between problems and h i s  f l o c k .  H e  must r e p r e s e n t  
s t a b i l i t y ,  c e r t a i n t y  and c o n f i d e n c e .  H e  must have  t h e  c a p a c i t y  t o  
unde r s t and  d i f f i c u l t i e s ,  so t h a t  he  can  keep  a church  on an even  
k e e l  no matter what.  When a member s e e k s  o u t  h i s  m i n i s t e r  t o  d i s c u s s  
something w i t h  him, t h e  m i n i s t e r  h a s  a God-given r e s p o n s i b i l t y  t o  make 
s u r e  t h e  m e m b e r  l e a v e s  t h e  mee t ing  f e e l i n g  i n  s o m e  way unburdened and 
u p l i f t e d .  
M r .  Rader s a i d  t h a t  e v e r  s i n c e  h e  began h i s  career as a young man h e  
has  been i n  close a s s o c i a t i o n  w i t h  men who w e r e  c o n s i d e r a b l y  older t h a n  
h i m s e l f ,  i n c l u d i n g  of  c o u r s e ,  M r .  Armstrong. H e  f e l t  t h a t  t h i s  had 
g iven  him a m o r e  mature  p e r s p e c t i v e  on l i f e  t h a n  h e  would o t h e r w i s e  
have had. A s  m o s t  o f  t h e  m i n i s t r y  are s t i l l  compara t ive ly  young men, 
t h e y  pe rhaps  do  n o t  spend much t i m e  t h i n k i n g  a b o u t  t h e  end o f  t h i s  p h y s i c a l  
l i f e .  P a u l ' s  words " t h e  wages o f  s i n  i s  d e a t h "  have  l i t t l e  meaning 
t o  a man t h i s  young. But f o r  older members i n  t h e i r  50s, 60s, or  70s, t h e  
purpose  o f  human l i f e  t a k e s  on a profound meaning. The older one  
becomes, t h e  v a r i o u s  t h e o r i e s  expounded by s e c u l a r  s o u r c e s  become less 
and less s a t i s f y i n g ,  compared t o  t h e  t r u t h  o f  t h e  real  human p o t e n t i a l  
as e x p l a i n e d  i n  God's  word. 

M r .  Rader f i n i s h e d  h i s  t a l k  by e x p l a i n i n g  s o m e  o f  t h e  c h a r a c t e r i s t i c s  
of  s u c c e s s f u l  p e o p l e  t h a t  h e  had known a t  many levels o f  b u s i n e s s  and 
s o c i e t y .  One t r a i t  t h a t  h e  b e l i e v e s  i s  common t o  t h o s e  who s u c c e e d ,  
i s  energy .

The re  i s  
n o t h i n g  l i k e  s h e e r  ene rgy  t o  make a man s u c c e s s h l .

ON THE WORLD SCENE 

A NEW EUROPE ON NEW YEAR'S DAY? Nearly 2 1  y e a r s  ago, on January  1, 
1958,  t h e  European Economic Community w a s  o f f i c i a l l y  launched, t y i n g  
t o g e t h e r  t h e  f o r t u n e s  of c o n t i n e n t a l  Europe 's  m o s t  impor tan t  and 
economically-advanced powers--West Germany, Frawe, I t a l y  and t h e  
Benelux n a t i o n s .  On ano the r  N e w  Year's Day, t h i s  t i m e  i n  1973, t h e  
Community w a s  en l a rged  t o  n i n e  m e m b e r  states w i t h  t h e  a d d i t i o n  of G r e a t  
B r i t a i n ,  I r e l a n d ,  and Denmark. 

Now a t  t h e  n e x t  t u r n  of t h e  c a l e n d a r ,  on January  1, 1979, Europe is 
poised  upon " t h e  m o s t  impor tan t  monetary i n i t i a t i v e  i n  i t s  h i s t o r y , "  
according t o  the  respected B r i t i s h  news weekly, The Economist (Sept. 
23, 1978 i s s u e ) .  
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On t h a t  d a t e ,  chances are very  good a t  t h e  moment t h a t  t h e  new European 
Monetary System (EMS) w i l l  b e  p u t  i n t o  ope ra t ion .  West Germany's 
Chancel lor  Helmut Schmidt and French P r e s i d e n t  Giscard  d'Estaing--two 
very close f r i e n d s  who converse w i t h  each o t h e r  i n  c o l l o q u i a l  English-- 
are determined t h a t  t h e  EMS p l an  w i l l  beg in  on t i m e .  A m a j o r i t y  of 
Community countries i s  expec ted  t o  endorse  t h e  p l a n  a t  a summit meeting 
i n  e a r l y  December. 

The de t a i l s  of t h e  EMS w e r e  covered i n  the  October-November i s s u e  of 
The PLAIN TRUTH, b u t  b r i e f l y  they  e n t a i l  keeping t h e  va r ious  n a t i o n a l  
c u r r e n c i e s  t i e d  toge ther  w i t h i n  close t o l e r a n c e s  i n  a k ind  of "super- 
snake" arrangement. Backing up t h e  arrangement w i l l  be  a pool  of go ld ,  
and n a t i o n a l  currency r e s e r v e s  ( i n c l u d i n g  E u r o d o l l a r s )  e s t i m a t e d  a t  
roughly $32 b i l l i o n .  I n  a n o t h e r  t w o  y e a r s  t i m e ,  p l a n s  are t h a t  a 
full-blown and larger European Monetary Fund (EMF) w i l l  c o m e  i n t o  
o p e r a t i o n ,  a long  t h e  l i n e s  o f ,  and probably compet i t ive  w i t h  t h e  U . S . -  
dominated IMF' ( I n t e r n a t i o n a l  Monetary Fund) . 
Se t t l emen t s  between t h e  EMS m e m b e r s  w i l l  be denominated i n  a closed 
pseudo-currency, t h e  ECU (European Currency U n i t ) .  Many believe t h e  
ECU w i l l  e v e n t u a l l y  become a genuine European currency.  But t h a t  
probably w i l l  have t o  await g r e a t e r  harmonizat ion of  monetary and 
economic p o l i c i e s  among t h e  m e m b e r  s tates,  t o  say  noth ing  of s i g n i f i -  
c a n t l y  g r e a t e r  r e l i n q u i s h i n g  of n a t i o n a l  sove re ign ty .  

N o t  a l l  p a r t i c i p a n t s  i n  t h e  EMS p l a n s  are happy wi th  i t s  p r o g r e s s  so 
f a r ,  most no tab ly  t h e  B r i t i s h .  I n  fact  it appears  u n l i k e l y  t h a t  B r i t a i n  
w i l l  j o i n  up a t  t h e  s t a r t .  The B r i t i s h  government s a y s  it won't  make 
up i t s  mind u n t i l  t h e  B r u s s e l s  summit, b u t  it h a s  a l r e a d y  "leaked" t o  
t h e  p r e s s  i t s  g rave  r e s e r v a t i o n s  about  EMS. S p e c i f i c a l l y  it objects 
t o  be ing  f o r c e d  i n t o  what i t  views as a s t r a i g h t j a c k e t  of f i s c a l  
r e s t r a i n t s .  I t  f e a r s  t h a t  by having t o  b ind  i t s  cur rency  i n t o  a 
t i g h t  arrangement wi th  t h e  e s s e n t i a l l y  non- in f l a t iona ry  deutchmark, 
i t s  economy w i l l  cool off ( " d e f l a t e " )  too r a p i d l y ,  t h r e a t e n i n g  indus- 
t r i a l  o u t p u t  and jobs--and, of cour se ,  r i s k i n g  loss of power by t h e  
r u l i n g  L a b o r  Pa r ty .  Many laborites are ice-co ld  toward t h e  Common 
Market anyway. / 

While t h e  B r i t i s h  are deba t ing  bo th  across and w i t h i n  p a r t y  l ines- -  
s imi la r  t o  t h e  t i m e  was t ing  n a t i o n a l  referendum i n  1975 on whether t o  
s t a y  i n  t h e  Common Market--the Germans and French a r e  rush ing  ahead 
wi th  EMS. Thus, i f  o r  when B r i t a i n  does j o i n ,  it w i l l  have had only  
marginal i n f l u e n c e  on i t s  s t r u c t u r e .  " I f  w e  muff t h i s  one ,"  remarked 
a columnist  i n  t h e  London T i m e s  of November 1 4 ,  Itas w e  muffed t h e  
i n c e p t i o n  of t h e  /EEC/ i n  t h e  l a te  1950s w e  could  f i n d  o u r s e l v e s  
once m o r e  s t a n d i n g  on t h e  p l a t fo rm whi l e  t h e  European t r a i n  moves o f f . "  

Meanwhile, t h e  t r a i n  i s  a t  t h e  s t a t i o n ,  loading  up, so t o  speak. "The 
p o l i t i c a l  w i l l  i s  unmistakable" s a y s  one German b f f i c i a l .  "The system 
w i l l  s t a r t  January  1." Whether t h e  t r a i n  s tops i n  London seems i m -  
material  a t  t h e  moment. But i t  appears  t h a t  i t  w i l l  p i ck  up an en-  
t h u s i a t i c  passenger  i n  Dublin. 
of t h e  EMS plan .  
is a l r e a d y  under p r e s s u r e  t o  rise and w i l l  do so whenever t he  l i n k  i s  
cu t .  While it won't  be easy  for  s m a l l  c o u n t r i e s  t o  ab ide  w i t h  t h e  
s t i f f  EMS r u l e s ,  t h e  Germans, accord ing  t o  t h e  above London T i m e s  
account,  "are appa ren t ly  prepared  t o  underwr i te  I r i s h  membership.

The I r i s h  pound, p r e s e n t l y  t i e d  t o  the B r i t i s h  u n i t ,

(German i n d u s t r i a l  and  p r o p e r t y  i n v e s t m e n t s  i n  t h e  I r i s h  Repub l i c  are 
substantial. 1 

" S p i r i t  of Charlemagne" A l a r g e l y  overlooked ( i n  t h e  U . S .  press) "mini- 
summit" between Schmidt  and  Giscard h e l p e d  pave t h e  way toward t h e  EMS. 
A f t e r  t h e  Bremen c o n f e r e n c e  l a s t  J u l y  a t  which t i m e  Schmidt  urged a 
g reen  l i g h t  on t h e  sys t em,  EMS f e l l  on rough t i m e s .  Proposals and  
compromises between t h e  s t r o n g  and t h e  weak n a t i o n s  w e r e  offered. 

Schmidt  and G i s c a r d  f i n a l l y  took  a l l  t h e  d i f f e r i n g  ideas i n  hand i n  
September ,  went  o f f  by themse lves ,  i r o n e d  e v e r y t h i n g  o u t ,  and  produced  
t h e  EMS s t r u c t u r e  as it now s t a n d s .  Where t h e y  c o n f e r r e d  i n  t h e i r  
e x c l u s i v e  mini-summit i s  as s i g n i f i c a n t  as t h e  r e s u l t  t h e y  ach ieved .  
The t w o  l e a d e r s  m e t  i n  t h e  W e s t  German town n e a r  t h e  F rench  border 
known as Aachen t o  t h e  Germans. The F rench  p r e f e r  t o  ca l l  i t  Aix-la-  
Chape l l e .  R e p o r t s  Maclean ' s, t h e  Canadian newsweekly: 

"The c h o i c e  of t h e  a n c i e n t  A l p i n e  b o r d e r  town as  t h e  s i t e  f o r  a summit 
tet-a-tet  between F r a n c e ' s  P r e s i d e n t  V a l e r y  G i s c a r d  d ' E s t a i n g  and  
German C h a n c e l l o r  Helmut Schmidt  d i d  n o t  go unno t i ced .  

"There,  on t h e  spot where Charlemagne once  p r e s i d e d  over his u n i t e d  
European empire, t h e  t w o  close f r i e n d s  and  former f i n a n c e  m i n i s t e r s  
hammered o u t  t h e  t e c h n i c a l  framework f o r  a new European Community 
c u r r e n c y  sys t em which w i l l  create an independen t  ' s t ab le  European 
monetary zone '  t h a t  is s c h e d u l e d  t o  go i n t o  e f f e c t  n e x t  J a n u a r y ,  
c u t t i n g  t h e  community's  t i es  t o  t h e  v a c i l l a t i n g  American d o l l a r . "

A t  Aachen, t h e  t w o  leaders, a p p r o p r i a t e l y  enough, v i s i t e d  Char lemagne ' s  
tomb. E q u a l l y  s i g n i f i c a n t ,  a t  one  of t h e i r  c o n f e r e n c e s ,  Giscard invoked 
" t h e  - s p i r i t  of Charlemagne which h a s  blown t h r o u g h  t h i s  summit." A t  
l e a s t  t h e y  w e n t  t o  t h e  r i g h t  place t o  g e t  t h e  " i n s p i r a t i o n "  t h e y  needed.
