wither ing--how a s t u t e  i s  t h e  d e v i l !  M r .  A r m s t r o n g ' s  r e c e n t  p o i n t  
a b o u t  n o t  hav ing  a S p a n i s h ,  F r e n c h ,  A u s t r a l i a n ,  o r  German Work ( t r u n k )  
w a s  e x t r e m e l y  t i m e l y .  

Here i n  S a n t i a g o ,  t h e  Church i s  drawing  closer t o g e t h e r  s p i r i t u a l l y  
and s o c i a l l y .  Income and v i s i t  r e q u e s t s  are u p  and  e a c h  S a b b a t h  
t h e r e  a re  new f a c e s  i n  t h e  crowd. W e  know God w i l l  c o n t i n u e  t o  p ro -  
v i d e  t h e  growth  a c c o r d i n g l y .

( L a  PURA VERDAD) c i r c u l a t i o n  i n  c e r t a i n  c o u n t r i e s  where l i t t l e ,  i f  a n y ,  
a d v e r t i s i n g  of  L a  PURA VERDAD h a s  been done.  One o f  t h o s e  a reas  i s  t h e  
c o u n t r y  of S p a i n ,  w i t h  a p o p u l a t i o n  of 3 7 , 0 0 0 , 0 0 0  h i g h l y  l i t e r a t e  and 
s o p h i s t i c a t e d  p e o p l e .  R e c e n t l y ,  a f e w  s m a l l  ads  have  been  p l a c e d  i n  t h e  
d a i l y  LEVANTE, p r i n t e d  i n  V a l e n c i a ,  S p a i n ' s  t h i r d  l a r g e s t  c i t y ,  and EL 
P A I S ,  o f  Madrid. T h i s  a d v e r t i s i n g ,  combined w i t h  a s p e c i a l  g i f t  s u b s c r i p -  
t i o n  o f f e r  t h a t  w a s  mailed t o  L a  PURA VEXDAD s u b s c r i b e r s  as  w e l l  a s  a c a r d -  
h o l d e r  d i s p l a y  program m a i n t a i n e d  by o n l y  f i v e  S p a n i s h  members, w i l l  n e t  
an  e s t i m a t e d  2500 new s u b s c r i b e r s  by l a t e  J a n u a r y .  I n  j u s t  f o u r  months 
w e  e x p e c t  t h e  m a i l i n g  l i s t  i n  Spa in  t o  t r i p l e !  

S i n c e  J u l y ,  n e a r l y  5 , 0 0 0  new s u b s c r i b e r s  have been added a t  a v e r y  low 
cost ( a p p r o x i m a t e l y  1 8  c e n t s  U.S.) a s  a r e s u l t  of a J u l y  PV c a r d  i n s e r t .  
The i n s e r t  w a s  p l a c e d  i n  s u b s c r i b e r  i s s u e s  d e s t i n e d  f o r  s e l e c t e d  c o u n t r i e s  
where PV c i r c u l a t i o n  h a s  been  l o w  compared t o  t o t a l  p o p u l a t i o n .  The 
r e s p o n s e  h a s  been  d o u b l e  what  w a s  e x p e c t e d  and h a s  b o l s t e r e d  c i r c u l a t i o n  
i n  s u c h  c o u n t r i e s  a s  Uruguay, A r g e n t i n a ,  C h i l e ,  Venezuela  and t h e  Dominican 
Repub l i c .  

L a t e s t  N e w s  From Canada November h a s  been a v e r y  busy  month a s  M r .  Fahey 
assumed h i s  new r e s p o n s i b i l i t i e s  i n  Canada. A l r e a d y  he h a s  v i s i t e d  t h e  
c h u r c h e s  i n  Toronto; Winnipeg and Regina and conduc ted  m i n i s t e r i a l  m e e t i n g s  
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i n  t h o s e  c i t i e s .  Next S a b b a t h  he w i l l  v i s i t  t h e  Ottawa and Mont rea l  
Churches  and h o l d  a m i n i s t e r i a l  mee t ing  f o r  t h a t  area.  The m i n i s t e r s  
from t h e  M a r l t i m e s  and Newfoundland w i l l  a l s o  a t t e n d .  

The busy month of November w a s  rounded o f f  w i t h  a v e r y  s u c c e s s f u l  v i s i t  
t o  T o r o n t o  by M r .  S t a n l e y  Rader .  Radio ,  t e l e v i s i o n  and p r e s s  i n t e r v i e w s  
occup ied  h i s  t h r e e - d a y  v i s i t  a l o n g  w i t h  two s e r v i c e s  on t h e  S a b b a t h .  M r .  
Rader w a s  a b l e  t o  speak  t o  one  m i l l i o n  Canadians  v i a  Canada A.M. a lone - -  
t h i s  c o u n t r y ' s  main morning news program. I n  t h i s  f a v o u r a b l e  l i v e  i n t e r -  
v iew,  t h e  h o s t  h e l d  up M r .  A r m s t r o n g ' s  f u l l - p a g e  ad  "A Voice  C r i e s  Ou t - -  
Wha t ' s  Wrong With Government. .." from t h e  Toron to  Globe and M a i l  and a sked  
whether  t h e  Church s h o u l d  be i n v o l v e d  w i t h  government  when t h e  s a m e  Church 
w a s  s a y i n g  government  s h o u l d  n o t  be i n v o l v e d  w i t h  t h e  Church. A v e r y  good 
q u e s t i o n ,  and one  which M r .  Rader d e l i g h t e d  i n  answer ing .  

S t a t i s t i c s  f o r  November w e r e  a g a i n  e x c i t i n g  and e n c o u r a g i n g .  F i n a n c i a l l y ,  
God ' s  Work i n  Canada i s  2 3 %  ahead  on  t h e  y e a r - t o - d a t e  f i g u r e  w i t h  e x p e n s e s  
r u n n i n g  5% under  b u d g e t .  Incoming m a i l  w a s  a g a i n  h i g h  w i t h  o v e r  3 0 , 0 0 0  
r e s p o n s e s  t o  t h e  ad campaign f o r  t h e  book U N I T E D  STATES AND B R I T A I N  I N  
PROPHECY. The Work i s  t r u l y  booming on a l l  f r o n t s .  

M r .  Waterhouse  i n  London M r .  G e r a l d  Waterhouse i s  c u r r e n t l y  t o u r i n g  
B r i t a i n  b r i n g i n g  a v i s i o n  o f  t h e  coming Kingdom o f  G o d  t o  t h e  Church h e r e ,  
and t h e  need f o r  a l l  of  u s  t o  be s o l i d l y  beh ind  M r .  Armstrong a s  w e  come 
n e a r e r  t o  t h e  t i m e  t h a t  Kingdom i s  t o  be e s t a b l i s h e d .  

Speak ing  i n  London on t h e  S a b b a t h  of December 1 3 t h ,  Mr. Waterhouse w a s  
t r u e  t o  form.

Throughout  it a l l  
t h e  c e n t r a l  message w a s  c l ea r  and w e l l  r e c e i v e d  by t h e  b r e t h r e n  p r e s e n t :  
God i s  d o i n g  t h e  Work a t  t h i s  p r e s e n t  t i m e  t h r o u g h  M r .  H e r b e r t  Armstrong 
whom H e  h a s  p e r s o n a l l y  p r e p a r e d  f o r  t h e  t a s k .  Whatever may o c c u r ,  God i s  
i n  c h a r g e  and  w e  s h o u l d  t h e r e f o r e  r e c o g n i s e  and  r e s p e c t  t h e  a u t h o r i t y  H e  
h a s  p l a c e d  i n  H i s  Church. 

M r .  Waterhouse  w i l l  b e  i n  t h e  U . K .  u n t i l  J a n u a r y  6 t h  and i s  e a g e r l y  a w a i t e d  
by t h e  c h u r c h e s  f o r  sermons and  B i b l e  s t u d i e s  i n  a l l  areas. Then from t h e  
U . K .  he  t r a v e l s  t o  S c a n d i n a v i a  b e f o r e  g o i n g  on  t o  o t h e r  areas o f  Europe.

INTERNATIONAL NEWS CENSORSHIP LOOMS ON THE HORIZON The s tage i s  now b e i n g  
set  f o r  a marked r e s t r i c t i o n ,  i n  t h e  y e a r s  a h e a d ,  of t h e  f r e e  f l o w  o f  v i t a l  
news from a round  t h e  world.  Even t h e  s p r e a d i n g  o f  t h e  Gospel  c o u l d  be a f -  
f e c t e d .  

A few weeks a g o ,  t h e  2 1 s t  a n n u a l  c o n f e r e n c e  of t h e  Un i t ed  N a t i o n s  E d u c a t i o n ,  
S c i e n t i f i c  and  C u l t u r a l  O r g a n i z a t i o n  (UNESCO)  ended i n  B e l g r a d e ,  Yugos lav ia .  
The r e s u l t  w a s  a pronounced v i c t o r y  f o r  T h i r d  World and Communist B l o c  na- 
t i o n s - - t h e  m a j o r i t y  o f  UNESCO members. UNESCO a d o p t e d  by c o n s e n s u s  a 
r e s o l u t i o n  c a l l i n g  f o r  "a new world i n f o r m a t i o n  o r d e r " - - l o f t y  words f o r  
g loba l  news c e n s o r s h i p .  S p e c i f i c a l l y ,  t h e  r e s o l u t i o n  c a l l e d  on t h e  w o r l d ' s  
mass media ' ' to  c o n t r i b u t e  t o  s t r e n g t h e n i n g  p e a c e  and i n t e r n a t i o n a l  under -  
s t a n d i n g ,  t o  t h e  promot ion  o f  human r i g h t s  and t o  c o u n t e r i n g  r a c i a l i s m ,  
a p a r t h e i d  and i n c i t e m e n t  t o  w a r . "  (Poor S o u t h  A f r i c a  and I s r a e l - - t h e y  g e t  
k i c k e d  i n  t h e  s h i n s  by e v e r y  U .N. - r e l a t ed  a g e n c y . )  

T o  f u r t h e r  i n d i c a t e  t h e  p o l i t i c a l  t h r u s t  of t h e  UNESCO program, t h e  d e l e -  
g a t e s  a l s o  v o t e d  t o  s ea t  t h e  P a l e s t i n e  L i b e r a t i o n  O r g a n i z a t i o n  a s  a UNESCO 
o b s e r v e r .  (One wonders  i f  t h e  P.L.O.  h a s  enough " o b s e r v e r s "  l e f t  f o r  a l l  
t h e  forums i t ' s  i n v i t e d  t o  o b s e r v e ) .  P r e d i c t a b l y ,  Yasse r  A r a f a t  made h i s  
UNESCO d e b u t ,  d e l i v e r i n g  a 90-minute speech .  

T h e  i s s u e  of e s t a b l i s h i n g  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  p r e s s  c o n t r o l s  h a s  been  smolde r ing  
f o r  some t i m e .  The d e v e l o p i n g  c o u n t r i e s  have l o n g  r e s e n t e d  t h e  f a c t  t h a t  
m o s t  o f  t h e  w o r l d ' s  i n f l u e n t i a l  news media are  based  i n  t h e  i n d u s t r a l i z e d  
" F i r s t  World" c o u n t r i e s .  These  media ,  t h e y  c h a r g e ,  o p e r a t e  "news monopo- 
l i e s "  and p r e s e n t  a b i a s e d  view of T h i r d  World e v e n t s .  

However, what  r e a l l y  d i s t u r b s  t h e  communists and t h e  T h i r d  World c o u n t r i e s  
--an overwhelmingly  undemocra t i c  bunch-- is  t h a t  Western news a g e n c i e s  such  
as AP, U P I ,  R e u t e r s ,  Agence-France Press, Deutsche  Press A g e n t u r ,  a s  w e l l  
a s  major newspapers  w i t h  f o r e i g n  c o r r e s p o n d e n t s  s u c h  a s  t h e  T i m e s  of - London, 
D a i l y  T e l e g r a p h ,  t h e  New York T i m e s  and C h r i s t i a n  S c i e n c e  Moni to r ,  a r e  
g e n e r a l l y  f r e e  t o  r e p o r t  t o  t h e i r  r e a d e r s  what  i s  happening  i n s i d e  t h e  
d e v e l o p i n g  c o u n t r i e s .

Such r e p 6 r t i n g  o f t e n  g i v e s  a n  u n f a v o r a b l e - - a l b e i t  

r e a l i s t i c - - v i e w  of e v e n t s  i n s i d e  t h o s e  t o t a l i t a r i a n  s ta tes .  

E d i t o r i a l i z e d  t h e  L o s  Ange le s  T i m e s  i n  a n g r y  r e a c t i o n  t o  t h e  UNESCO r e s o l u -  
t i o n :  "The undemocra t i c  c o u n t r i e s  a l r e a d y  c o n t r o l  what  t h e i r  p e o p l e  r e a d  
and h e a r .  What t h e y  want i s  a mechanism, c r e a t e d  and s u b s i d i z e d  by UNESCO, 
t o  e n a b l e  them t o  e x t e n d  t h a t  c o n t r o l  t o  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  news. They a r e  w e l l  
on t h e i r  way t o  a c h i e v i n g  t h a t  g o a l . "  
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E x a c t l y  what  t h e  Western news media might  be up a g a i n s t  w a s  d r a m a t i c a l l y  
r e v e a l e d - - a l b e i t  c o i n c i d e n t a l l y - - d u r i n g  t h e  UNESCO f i a s c o .  A F rench  
j o u r n a l i s t  working  f o r  Agence-France Press w a s  a r r e s t e d  and j a i l e d  i n  t h e  
Zambian c a p i t a l  of Lusaka f o r  hav ing  r e p o r t e d  a c c u r a t e l y  t h e  a t t e m p t e d  coup 
t h a t  t h r e a t e n e d  t h e  government  of P r e s i d e n t  Kenneth Kaunda. Y e t  r emarkab ly  
t h e  F rench  delegate t o  UNESCO went a l o n g  w i t h  t h e  c o n s e n s u s  p r o p o s a l  and 
most of t h e  o t h e r  i s s u e s  b r o u g h t  t o  v o t e .  

Altb.ough n o t  s p e c i f i c a l l y  ment ioned  i n  news r e p o r t s  from B e l g r a d e ,  UNESCO 
p r o s c r i p t i o n s  a re  undoub ted ly  d i rec ted  a t  r a d i o  and t e l e v i s i o n  c o v e r a g e  
a s  w e l l .  I n  many c o u n t r i e s ,  i t  i s  o n l y  r e p o r t i n g  by t h e  BBC World S e r v i c e  
and o t h e r  Western r a d i o  s e r v i c e s  t h a t  g i v e s  p e o p l e  l i v i n g  i n  T h i r d  World 
c o u n t r i e s  a n  a c c u r a t e  a c c o u n t  of c o n d i t i o n s  i n s i d e  t h e i r  own b o r d e r s .  The 
T h i r d  World c o u n t r i e s  would l i k e  t o  res t r ic t  t h e  movement o f ,  s a y ,  BBC 
r e p o r t e r s  o r  s t r i n g e r s  o p e r a t i n g  o v e r s e a s ,  c a l l i n g  i n  r e p o r t s  t o  London, 
and hav ing  t h e i r  d i s p a t c h e s  r e c e i v e d  back  i n  t h e  home c o u n t r y  v i a  s h o r t -  
wave. 

C o l l a p s e  o f  Western W i l l  

Champions of t h e  i dea l  o f  a f r e e  and u n f e t t e r e d  p r e s s  w e r e  g r e a t l y  o u t -  
numbered i n  B e l g r a d e ,  r e p o r t s  L . A .  T i m e s '  Don Cook, who c o v e r e d  t h e  UNESCO 
mee t ing .  H e  q u o t e d  E l i e  Abe l ,  a U . S .  d e l e g a t e ,  a s  s a y i n g ,  " W e  and t h e  
p e o p l e  who s h a r e  o u r  views are i n  a v e r y  s m a l l  m i n o r i t y  i n  UNESCO. W e  
d o n ' t  have  a l o t  of f r i e n d s  and we'd b e t t e r  face it .  I t h i n k  w e  have t o  
a s k  o u r s e l v e s  why w e  are s e e i n g  t h i s  s t e a d y ,  s t e a d y  e r o s i o n  o f  American 
i n f l u e n c e .  I'

A t  t h e  F o r e i g n  O f f i c e  i n  London, t h e  B r i t i s h  w e r e  i n d i g n a n t l y  ou t spoken  
a b o u t  t h e  r e s u l t s  o f  t h e  B e l g r a d e  m e e t i n g .  A t  one  p o i n t ,  B r i t i s h  d e l e g a t e  
Lord Gordon-Lennox w a s  p r e p a r i n g  t o  v o t e  a g a i n s t  t h e  "world i n f o r m a t i o n "  
r e s o l u t i o n ,  b u t  t h e n  t h e  U . S .  d e l e g a t i o n  g o t  i n s t r u c t i o n s  from Washington 
t o  go a l o n g  w i t h  a c o n s e n s u s  a p p r o v a l  r a t h e r  t h a n  f o r c e  a v o t e .  B r i t a i n ,  
" w i t h  t h e  g r e a t e s t  r e l u c t a n c e , "  d e c i d e d  i t  had no a l t e r n a t i v e  b u t  t o  go 
a l o n g  too.  N e v e r t h e l e s s ,  F o r e i g n  O f f i c e  M i n i s t e r  Peter B l a k e r  made i t  
clear  t h a t  B r i t a i n  regards t h e  whole e x e r c i s e  a s  a growing t h r e a t  t o  t h e  
f r e e  f l o w  of news and ideas  and a c u r b  on  freedom of  t h e  p r e s s  i n  t h e  g u i s e  
o f  t r y i n g  t o  d e f i n e  how j o u r n a l i s t s  are  supposed t o  r e p o r t  and  behave 
a round  t h e  wor ld .  

I n  g e n e r a l ,  t h e  Western c o u n t r i e s  caved  i n  t o  t h e  p r e s s u r e  e x e r t e d  by t h e  
o p p o s i t i o n .  Repor t ed  Cook: "The B r i t i s h  w e r e  b l u n t  and ou t spoken  i n  
debate and  committee work, and  t h e  S w i s s  r e f u s e d  even  t o  go  a l o n g  w i t h  a 
c o n s e n s u s .  But o t h e r w i s e ,  o n l y  Canada,  A u s t r a l i a  and W e s t  Germany w e r e  
r e a d y  t o  l i n e  up on  m o s t  o f  t h e  v o t e s .  F r a n c e  and t h e  rest  of  t h e  Euro- 
pean a l l i e s ,  and  c o u n t r i e s  l i k e  J a p a n ,  Sweden, and  A u s t r i a  seemed more 
conce rned  n o t  t o  oppose  t h e  T h i r d  World." -- 

The Western  c o u n t r i e s  w e r e  a l s o  swamped by t h e  T h i r d  World/Communist b loc 
when UNESCO voted i t s e l f  a h e f t y  3 4 %  i n c r e a s e  i n  i t s  o p e r a t i n g  b u d g e t ,  up 
t o  $725 m i l l i o n  o v e r  t h e  n e x t  t h r e e  y e a r s .  Of c o u r s e ,  m o s t  of t h i s  money 
comes f r o m  t h e  Western  w o r l d ,  s p e c i f i c a l l y  good 01' "Uncle Sap ."  

Impede The Gospel?  

UNESCO's D i r e c t o r - G e n e r a l  Mahtar  m ' B o w  of S e n e g a l  p l edged  a t  t h e  c l o s i n g  
s e s s i o n  t h a t  " t h i s  i s  o n l y  t h e  f i r s t  s t a g e  i n  c r e a t i n g  a new i n f o r m a t i o n  
order  i n  t h e  w o r l d . "  And b e f o r e  t h e  d e l e q a t e s  a d j o u r n e d ,  t h e  S o v i e t  Union 
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sponsored a resolution--overwhelmingly approved, of course--to call a 
special UNESCO-sponsored international conference in 1983 to assess how 
the international press has been living up to the new UNESCO standards. 
Noted Cook: "The prospects for turning such a conference into a Soviet 
and Third World propaganda forum against the Western Press are self-evi- 
dent. I' 

It should be obvious that if the Western countries succumb supinely to 
UNESCO's demands, it will make the job of watching world events in the 
light of Bible prophecy all the harder. And one wonders, too, if Satan 
is not manipulating UNESCO affairs in an attempt to curtail the future 
dissemination of the Good News of the Kincjdom of God in many parts of the 
wor Id.
