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CAN WE FELLOWSHIP THE DISFELLOWSHIPPED? -- -

A r e  some of u s  t r y i n g  t o  be more k i n d ,  m e r c i f u l ,  and c o n s i d e r a t e  
even t h a n  GOD? A r e  w e  a c t u a l l y  d i s o b e y i n g  G o d  i n  o u r  s o f t ,  f e n c e - s t r a d -  
d l i n g  approach  toward c e r t a i n  o t h e r s ?  

To t h o s e  d i s f e l l o w s h i p p e d  from t h e  Church, C h r i s t  w i l l  s a y ,  "Depar t  
from m e . . . "  (Matt. 7 : 2 3 ) .  There have been t h o s e  d i s f e l l w o s h i p p e d  f o r  
cause who have tended  t o  want t o  "hang around" t h e  Ambassador C o l l e g e  
campus and God's Church--at tend b a s k e t b a l l  games, f r a t e r n i z e  w i t h  m e m b e r s ,  
e n j o y  what i s  h e r e  t o  be en joyed .  They seem neve r  t o  cease want ing  t o  
''GET" - a l l  t h e y  can  from t h e  Church. Y e t  t h e y  u s u a l l y  w i l l  s p r e a d  f a l s e  
rumors a g a i n s t  t h e  Church, o r  i n  o t h e r  ways speak a g a i n s t  i t .  

One t h i n g  c h a r a c t e r i s t i c ,  it h a s  been n o t i c e d ,  c o n c e r n i n g  many d i s -  
f e l l o w s h i p p e d ,  t h e y  c o n t i n u e  t o  have MORE INTEREST I N  THE CHURCH t h a n  even 
many members. They . seek  d i l i g e n t l y  e v e r y  b i t  of news o r  i n f o r m a t i o n  abou t  
Church a c t i v i t i e s .  They seek  e v e r y  method t o  o b t a i n  o u r  l i t e r a t u r e - - t o  
k n o w  " w h a t ' s  g o i n g  on."  WHY? They s e e k  e v e r y  b i t  o f  i n f o r m a t i o n  t o  t w i s t  
and t u r n  a g a i n s t  God's Church, God's p e o p l e ,  and God 's  Work. They seek  
it because  i n  t h e i r  h e a r t s  t h e y  know t h e y  are  wrong, and t h e y  s e e k  self-  
j u s t i f i c a t i o n  by f i n d i n g  grounds  by m i s r e p r e s e n t i n g  f a c t s  t o  f a l s e l y  
ACCUSE and CONDEMN t h e  Church o f  GOD! I n s t e a d  of  s e e k i n g  j u s t i f i c a t i o n  
of t h e i r  s i n n i n g  p a s t  by t h e  blood of C h r i s t ,  t h e y  seek  SELF- jus t i f i ca -  
t i o n  by p e r s e c u t i o n  a g a i n s t ,  and f a l s e  ACCUSATION of t h e  Body of  CHRIST! 

Some t i m e  ago ,  w i t h o u t  my knowledge and w i t h o u t  any a u t h o r i t y ,  some- 
one s ta r ted  a c a t e g o r y  c a l l e d  " i n a c t i v e  members." I t  now a p p e a r s  t h i s  
w a s  done t o  b e n e f i t  some who had been DISfel lowshipped f o r  c a u s e .  There  
neve r  has  been any o f f i c i a l  o r  r e c o g n i z e d  c a t e g o r y  called " i n a c t i v e  mem- 
b e r s .  'I An announcement w a s  made i n  t h i s  Repor t  on t h a t  r e c e n t l y  [ A p r i l  3 ,  
19811. Such n o n e x i s t e n t  c a t e g o r y  i s  o f f i c i a l l y  d e c l a r e d  n o n e x i s t e n t .  
Those who p r i o r  t o  t h a t  w e r e  DISfel lowshipped are STILL DISFELLOWSHIPPED. 

Now what d o e s  t h e  Word o f  God t e a c h  God's  Church i n  t h i s  r e g a r d ?  
Those who had become b a p t i z e d  and r e c e i v e d  as  m e m b e r s ,  b u t  who, f o r  o f -  
f e n s e s ,  had been d i s f e l l o w s h i p p e d ,  w e  are t o  "AVOID THEM" (Rom.  1 6 : 1 7 ) .  

Again,  "NOW w e  COMMAND YOU,  b r e t h r e n ,  i n  t h e  name of o u r  Lord J e s u s  
C h r i s t ,  t h a t  ye withdraw y o u r s e l v e s  from e v e r y  b r o t h e r  t h a t  wa lke th  d i s -  
o r d e r l y , "  and ,  " i f  any man obey n o t  o u r  word by t h i s  e p i s t l e ,  n o t e  t h a t  
man, and have no company w i t h  him. .." (I1 Thes.  3 :6 ,  14). - 

W e  may have r e a s o n  t o  have c o n v e r s a t i o n  o r  t o  e a t  w i t h  t h o s e  o f  t h e  
wor ld ,  b u t  NOT w i t h  Church members o r  d i s f e l l o w s h i p p e d  o n e s  who "walk d i s -  
o r d e r l y .  
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W e  r e a d ,  "I wrote u n t o  you i n  an  e p i s t l e  n o t  t o  company w i t h  f o r n i -  
c a t o r s :  y e t  n o t  a l t o g e t h e r  w i t h  t h e  f o r n i c a t o r s  of t h i s  wor ld ,  o r  w i t h  
t h e  c o v e t o u s ,  o r  e x t o r t i o n e r s ,  o r  w i t h  i d o l a t e r s ;  f o r  t h e n  must  ye n e e d s  
go o u t  o f  t h e  world.  But now I have w r i t t e n  u n t o  you n o t  t o  keep  company, 
i f  any m a n  t h a t  i s  [o r  h a s  been?]  c a l l e d  a b r o t h e r  [ M o f f a t t :  "any so- 
cal led b r o t h e r " ]  be a f o r n i c a t o r ,  o r  c o v e t o u s ,  o r  an  i d o l a t e r ,  o r  a 
r a i l e r ,  o r  a d runka rd ,  o r  a n  e x t o r t i o n e r ;  w i t h  such  a n  one no n o t  t o  
e a t "  ( I  C o r .  5 : 9 - 1 1 ) .  

The re  have even been some, who have cal led themse lves  m e m b e r s  and 
have been c a l l e d  s u c h ,  who have been a p p a r e n t l y  p r e p a r i n g  and r e c o r d i n g  
"ev idence"  ( i m p r o p e r l y  as  b r o t h e r s )  to  t a k e  b e f o r e  t h e  c o u r t s  o f  t h i s  
wor ld  a g a i n s t  Church members. The v e r y  n e x t  c h a p t e r ,  t h r e e  v e r s e s  l a t e r ,  
b e g i n s ,  "DARE any of you, having  a matter a g a i n s t  a n o t h e r ,  go t o  law be- 
fore  t h e  u n j u s t ,  and n o t  b e f o r e  t h e  s a i n t s ? "  

God i s  f a r  more s t r ic t  i n  a l l  such  mat ters  w i t h i n  t h e  Church t h a n  w e  
have sometimes been i n c l i n e d  t o  be. 

S i n c e  w e  a r e  t o  AVOID THEM e n t i r e l y ,  t h a t  means n o t  o n l y  t h a t  w e  
must not. go t o  them, b u t  t h e y  must n o t  be a l lowed t o  come i n t o  God's  
Church, o r  on t h e  Ambassador C o l l e g e  campus. 

W e  may, p e r s o n a l l y ,  v e r y  much d i s l i k e  t o  appea r  t o  be h a r s h .  But 
e x p e l l e d  m e m b e r s  have a lways  i n  t h e  p a s t  sough t  t o  come on o u r  p r o p e r t y  
and e n j o y  i t s  p r i v i l e g e s  when t h e y  had abused t h e  r i g h t  t o  such  p r i v i -  
l e g e s .  

W e  MUST NOT a p p e a r  t o  t r y  t o  be more k ind  t h a n  God. C h r i s t  w i l l  s a y ,  
"Depar t  from m e ! "  WE MUST NOT COMPROMISE! GOD DOES NOT! Ra the r  t h a n  
compromise w i t h  H i s  Law a t r i l l i o n t h  o f  an  i n c h ,  "God GAVE H i s  o n l y  be- 
g o t t e n  Son. '' 

But w e  shou ld  PRAY f o r  s u c h  former members. J e s u s  s a i d  t o  p r a y  even 
f o r  o u r  enemies .  I do p r a y  f o r  a l l  such.  I p r a y  God w i l l  BLESS THEM-- 
w i t h  whatever  H e  i n  H i s  supreme wisdom knows i s  BEST FOR THEM--even though 
t h a t  may be s e v e r e  PUNISHMENT! God p u n i s h e s  e v e r y  son whom H e  l o v e s .  
God ' s  punishment  i s  NEVER REVENGE o r  d e s i r e  t o  h u r t  and e n j o y  t h e i r  
s u f f e r i n g .  I t  i s  a lways  CORRECTIVE! I t  i s  f o r  t h e  pu rpose  of HELPING 
them--of BLESSING them! God s t i l l  does  i t  i n  LOVE f o r  t h e  one  punished!  

But what abou t  t h o s e  former  members who j u s t  o f  t h e i r  own a c c o r d  
"dropped o u t ? "  I t h i n k  w e  have t o  go t o  J e s u s '  p a r a b l e  o f  t h e  sower and 
t h e  seed. J e s u s  showed t h a t  a few--or it may be many--endure o n l y  fo r  a 
l i t t l e  w h i l e .  I t  i s  t h o s e  t h a t  "ENDURE UNTO THE END" t h a t  s h a l l  be saved ,  
and born  i n t o  God's Kingdom. Pe rhaps  t h o s e  who l o s t  i n t e r e s t  and dropped 
o u t  w e r e  n e v e r  c o n v e r t e d  i n  t h e  f i r s t  p l a c e .  G o d  shows us no r e a s o n  t o  
avo id  them, b u t  w e  shou ld  n o t  c l o s e l y  f e l l o w s h i p  w i t h  any u n l e s s  o r  u n t i l  
t h e y  are b e i n g  l e d  by God 's  Holy S p i r i t ,  and show t h e  f r u i t s  o f  God ' s  
S p i r i t  w i t h i n  them. 

What abou t  d i s f e l l o w s h i p p e d  r e l a t i v e s - - o r  even c lose,  such  a s  f a t h e r ,  
mother ,  s o n ,  d a u g h t e r ,  b r o t h e r ,  s is ter ,  e tc .?  I cove red  t h a t  i n  a n  
a r t i c l e  i n  t h e  A p r i l ,  1 9 8 0  GOOD NEWS, "Which Fami ly  Comes F i r s t ? "  
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I showed you t h a t  w e  are t o  withdraw o u r s e l v e s  from e v e r y  BROTHER-- 
o r  s i s t e r - - s o n  or d a u g h t e r ,  e tc .  If it i s  a f a t h e r  or mother ,  w e  must 
s t i l l  HONOR them, even i n  withdrawn f e l l o w s h i p .  

j u s t  t h a n  t h e  way t h a t  may seem r i g h t  t o  a man. 
L e t  u s  real ize  t h e  JUSTICE of  God's  way, and t h a t  i t  i s ,  t r u l y ,  more -

We're making a r r angemen t s  t o  e s t a b -  
l i s h  a p o s s i b l e  v i d e o  l i n k  w i t h  C h r i s t c h u r c h  and a u d i o  l i n k s  w i t h  o t h e r  
church  areas so t h a t  b r e t h r e n  t h r o u g h o u t  t h e  e n t i r e t y  of t h e  a r e a  w i l l  
have t h e  o p p o r t u n i t y  t o  h e a r  from God's A p o s t l e .  

I n  A p r i l  w e ' r e  l aunch ing  a new series o f  promot ions  aimed a t  s t e p p i n g  up 
t h e  s i z e  o f  o u r  PLAIN TRUTH m a i l i n g  l i s t .  T h i s  w i l l  c o n s i s t  o f  a f u l l -  
co lor  f l i e r  a d v e r t i s i n g  t h e  magazine,  t o  be  p l a c e d  i n  l e a d i n g  newspapers  
na t ionwide .  L a t e  l a s t  y e a r  t h i s  promotion w a s  t r i ed  i n  The C h r i s t c h u r c h  
S t a r  and The Otago D a i l y  T i m e s  r e s u l t i n g  i n  t h e  a d d i t i o n  of 1 1 , 4 0 0  new 
s u b s c r i b e r s .  I n  A p r i l  it w i l l  a p p e a r  i n  W e l l i n g t o n ' s  morning p a p e r ,  The 
Dominion, and a f t e r  t h a t  it w i l l  be  p l a c e d  a t  two-week i n t e r v a n s  i n  v a r i o u s  
newspapers  i n  o t h e r  c e n t e r s .  

German O f f i c e  N e w s  Although t h e  month of  March showed a s l i g h t  d e c r e a s e  
compared t o  l a s t  y e a r ,  o u r  t o t a l  m a i l  f o r  t h e  y e a r  i s  s t i l l  7 5 %  more t h a n  
i n  1980. I n  March of l a s t  y e a r  w e  renewed o u r  e n t i r e  l i s t  and t h e r e f o r e  
o u r  so l i c i t ed  m a i l  w a s  v e r y  h i g h ,  a c c o u n t i n g  f o r  t h e  s l i g h t  d e c r e a s e  i n  
March 1981.

W e  a l so  
s e n t  o u t  5 , 0 0 0  U S  & BC I N  PROPHECY b o o k l e t s  t h i s  month, a s  a r e s u l t  of 
a d v e r t i s i n g  i n  t h e  magazine.

ad was p o s i t i o n e d  n e x t  t o  an  a r t i c l e  c o v e r i n g  t h e  nominat ion  of King J u a n  
Car los  f o r  t h e  Nobel Peace P r i z e .  Any a r t i c l e  a b o u t  t h e  King a t t r a c t s  
e x t r a  a t t e n t i o n ,  e s p e c i a l l y  s i n c e  h i s  b o l d ,  much-applauded a c t i o n  d u r i n g  
t h e  a t t e m p t e d  army t a k e o v e r  of t h e  S p a n i s h  government.  L a  PURA VERDAD 
c i r c u l a t i o n  i n  Spa in  i s  n e a r i n g  6 , 0 0 0 ,  w i t h  o v e r  4 , 0 0 0  b e i n g  added d u r i n g  
t h e  l a s t  t h r e e  months. 

Due t o  a d v e r t i s i n g  i n  European magazines ,  t h e  c i r c u l a t i o n  of  t h e  S p a n i s h  
PV h a s  i n c r e a s e d  i n  numerous c o u n t r i e s  w i t h  l a r g e  immigrant worker  popula-  
t i o n s ,  such  a s  Germany, S w i t z e r l a n d  and England. T h i s  a d v e r t i - i n g  h a s  
y i e l d e d  r e s p o n s e s  from many f a r - f l u n g  c o u n t r i e s  a s  w e l l .  The S p a n i s h  PV 
now c i r c u l a t e s  i n  97 c o u n t r i e s  i n c l u d i n g  Yugos lav ia ,  B u l g a r i a ,  Po land ,  
Sudan, S a u d i  A r a b i a ,  I c e l a n d ,  Tanzan ia ,  Turkey and S r i  Lanka. 

S i n c e  t h e  r e t u r n  of  t h e  Sou th  American m i n i s t e r s  t o  t h e i r  r e s p e c t i v e  a r e a s  
f o l l o w i n g  t h e  J a n u a r y  M i n i s t e r i a l  R e f r e s h e r  Program, a s t r o n g  b o o s t  h a s  
been g i v e n  t o  t h e  " t a k e  one" w a l l  c a r d  d i s t r i b u t i o n  program. I n  a f e w  
s h o r t  weeks many c a r d s  have a r r i v e d  from Peru  ( 8 0 0 ) ,  Venezuela  (1001, 
C h i l e  ( 1 , 0 0 0 ) ,  A r g e n t i n a  ( 7 0 0 )  and Uruguay ( 5 0 ) .  

Wil f red0  Saenz ,  based  i n  L i m a ,  P e r u ,  h a s  e s t a b l i s h e d  c a r d  d i s t r i b u t i o n  
p o i n t s  i n  t h e  L i m a  Convent ion C e n t e r  and t h e  busy c e n t r a l  p o s t  o f f i c e .  
L u i s  Chavez, t h e  m i n i s t e r  i n  A r g e n t i n a ,  headed a seven-man " p l a t o o n "  
which p l a c e d  over 2 0 0  c a r d h o l d e r s  i n  many p a r t s  of Buenos A i r e s .  I n  
t h r e e  d a y s ,  more t h a n  twen ty  thousand c a r d s  were t a k e n  by r e s i d e n t s  of 
t h e  c a p i t a l  c i t y !

The 1 9 8 0  Feast F i lm ,  f e a t u r i n g  t h e  Young Ambassadors, i s  making 
a b i g  h i t  i n  Ghana, A f r i c a .  A s  M r .  Melvin Rhodes, p a s t o r  i n  Ghana 
remarked,  "One might  s a y  t h e  Young Ambassadors are becoming a more 
famil iar  s i g h t  i n  Ghana t h a n  many c e l e b r i t i e s . "  

Fol lowing  i s  t h e  s t o r y  of how t h i s  f i l m  came b e f o r e  t h e  p r e s i d e n t  
of  t h a t  c o u n t r y  a s  t o l d  by M r .

[ t h e  c a p i t a l ]  f o r  i t s  showing t o  t h e  Church, s o m e t i m e  i n  December. 
The o n l y  a v a i l a b l e  p r o j e c t o r  w a s  owned by t h e  B r i t i s h  Counc i l .  The 
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B r i t i s h  Counc i l  i s  a n  o r g a n i z a t i o n  which a i m s  t o  promote B r i t i s h  
c u l t u r e  t o  t h e  b e s t  educa ted  p e o p l e ,  i n  c o u n t r i e s  t h e y  o p e r a t e  
w i t h i n ,  namely T h i r d  World c o u n t r i e s .  

"Before a l l o w i n g  t h e  u s e  of t h e  p r o j e c t o r ,  t h e  f i l m  must be t e s t  run  
t o  e n s u r e  e v e r y t h i n g  i s  working p r o p e r l y .  While it w a s  r u n n i n g ,  t h e  
f i l m  d i r e c t o r  e n t e r e d  t h e  room and s a w  t h e  f i l m .  A t  t h e  t i m e ,  he 
w a s  working on a l e c t u r e  about  Western pop music  t o  be p r e s e n t e d  a t  
t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  o f  Legon, so he asked  f o r  u s e  o f  t h e  f i l m .  

"The s t u d e n t s  en joyed  it so much, t h i s  f i l m  d i r e c t o r  d e c i d e d  t o  show 
it t o  o t h e r  e d u c a t i o n a l  o r g a n i z a t i o n s  i n  town. 

" I t  i s  p r e s e n t l y  i n  t h e  B r i t i s h  Counc i l  l i b r a r y  and i s  t h e  m o s t  
r e q u e s t e d  f i l m  t h e y  have. I t  has  been shown a t  n u r s e s '  colleges, 
t r a d e  un ion  s c h o o l s  and s e v e r a l  u n i v e r s i t i e s .  

"Then, t h e  overa l l  d i r e c t o r  o f  t h e  B r i t i s h  Counc i l  became i n t e r e s t e d  
and began showing i t  i n  h i s  home t o  d i p l o m a t s  [ambassadors and h igh  
commiss ione r s ] .  Then, e a r l y  i n  March it w a s  shown t o  t h e  P r e s i d e n t  
and V i c e  P r e s i d e n t  [of  Ghana] i n  t h e i r  homes w i t h  t h e i r  f a m i l i e s  
p r e s e n t  and w i t h  r emarkab le  success!"  

T h i s  i s  o n l y  a beg inn ing .  A s  M r .  Rhodes commented a f t e r  t e l l i n g  
t h i s  s t o r y ,  "Who knows where it 'll go from h e r e ? "  

P r o g r e s s  on t h e  new 1 9 8 1  ENVOY i s  coming a l o n g  v e r y  w e l l .  W e  p l a n  t o  
have  i t  sh ipped  t o  the  f e a s t  s i t e s  b e f o r e  t h e  Feas t  of  T a b e r n a c l e s  b e g i n s  
so t h a t  it w i l l  be  a v a i l a b l e  t o  a l l  of t h e  b r e t h r e n  who a t t e n d  t h e  Feast .  
I a m  s u r e  you w i l l  agree t h a t  t h i s  ENVOY i s  even better t h a n  t h e  1 9 8 0  
ENVOY. ' 

Thanks f o r  your  c o n t i n u e d  p r a y e r s  and o t h e r  t y p e s  of s u p p o r t  f o r  Ambas- 
s a d o r  C o l l e g e  and ,  of c o u r s e ,  f o r  M r .  H e r b e r t  W .  Armstrong. So f a r  as I 
have h e a r d ,  a l l  o f  the  m i n i s t e r s  on t h e  R e f r e s h e r  Program have e x p r e s s e d  
t h e i r  j o y  a t  s e e i n g  Ambassador back on t h e  t r a c k .  M r .  Armstrong s t a t e d  
a t  forum t h i s  week t h a t  it i s  good t o  see t h e  C o l l e g e  coming a l o n g  v e r y  
w e l l ,  and t h a t  he i s  p l e a s e d  w i t h  t h e  p r o g r e s s  of t h e  C o l l e g e .

THE ATLANTIC RIFT GROWS--WASHINGTON AND ALLIES DIFFER ON SOVIET THREAT 
The American p e o p l e  are on c l o u d  n i n e  a f t e r  t h e  s u c c e s s f u l  performance of 
t h e  space  s h u t t l e  Columbia. N a t i o n a l  p r i d e  i n  America by Americans i s  
s u r g i n g  once a g a i n .  

I n  i t s  f o r e i g n  p o l i c y  too ,  t h e  Uni ted  S t a t e s - - s p e c i f i c a l l y  t h e  new Reagan 
team i n  o f f i c e - - i s  a t t e m p t i n g  t o  r e c o v e r  i t s  l o s t  p r e s t i g e  around t h e  
wor ld ,  t o  f i n a l l y  " s t a n d  up t o  t h e  Russ i ans . "  But on t h i s  coun t  Washing- 
t o n ' s  d e t e r m i n a t i o n  i s  r u n n i n g  i n t o  r e s i s t a n c e ,  e s p e c i a l l y  i n  Western 
Europe. 

U . S .  Defense S e c r e t a r y  Caspar  Weinbe rge r ' s  f i r s t  appea rance  a t  N A T O ' s  
Nuclear  P l a n n i n g  Group l a s t  week a c c e n t u a t e d  t h e  r i f t  on  d e f e n s e  matters 
t h a t ' s  s t e a d i l y  widening  beween America and i t s  European a l l i e s .  T h i s  
i s  something t h a t  t h e  S o v i e t s  have long  wanted,  of  course.  

The Un i t ed  S t a t e s ,  p r o p e l l e d  by t h e  u r g i n g s  of Pres ident  Reagan, i s  
p l a n n i n g  t o  spend h e a v i l y  on d e f e n s e  t o  o f f s e t  t h e  s t a r t l i n g  Soviet/War- 
s a w  Pact  growth  i n  weapons. I t  wants  t h e  W e s t  Europeans t o  g e t  more 
e x c i t e d  a b o u t  t h e  i s s u e  as  w e l l .  But t h e  a l l i e s  a r e . d r a g g i n g  t h e i r  f e e t ,  
p a r t l y  because  of a d i f f e r e n t  p e r c e p t i o n  o f  t h e  Soviet  t h r e a t ,  p a r t l y  
because  of  t h e  d i f f i c u l t y  o f  keeping  up w i t h  s o a r i n g  m i l i t a r y  cos t s  i n  
a t i m e  o f  economic r e c e s s i o n ,  i n f l a t i o n ,  unemployment and r i s i n g  impor ted  
o i l  b i l l s .  

European l e a d e r s  compla in  t h a t  t h e  Americans j u s t  d o n ' t  a p p r e c i a t e  them, 
t h e i r  problems,  t h e i r  a l r e a d y  s o l i d  commitment t o  NATO a s  it i s .  M r .  
Reagan, M r .  Weinberger ,  S e c r e t a r y  of S t a t e  Alexander  Haig and o t h e r s  
are coming on  too  s t r o n g ,  too ' 'hawkish,J' t h e y  compla in .  P a r t i c u l a r l y  
g a l l i n g  w a s  t h e  c h a r g e  by P r e s i d e n t  Reagan ' s  N a t i o n a l  S e c u r i t y  Adv i so r ,  
Richard  A l l e n ,  t h a t  " o u t r i g h t  p a c i f i s t  s e n t i m e n t s "  w e r e  on t h e  r ise i n  
Western Europe,  c a u s i n g  t h e  " c o n t e m p t i b l e  ' b e t t e r  R e d  t h a n  d e a d '  s l o g a n  
of  a g e n e r a t i o n  ago" t o  once a g a i n  be hea rd .  

A t  t h e  NATO t a l k s  i n  Bonn, M r .  Weinberger  added more f u e l  t o  t h e  f i r e  
by d i s m i s s i n g  1 7  y e a r s  of de ten te- -which  many Europeans t h o r o u g h l y  b e l i e v e  
in- -as  a m e r e  Kremlin f r a u d  t o  mask an  ongoing  Soviet  a r m s  b u i l d u p .  H e  
s i d e s t e p p e d  European demands f o r  an  e a r l y  resumpt ion  of  s t r a t e g i c  arms 
c o n t r o l  t a l k s  w i t h  t h e  USSR. Many European l e a d e r s  warn Washington t h a t  
t h e y  canno t  s u p p l y  t h e i r  home s o i l s  for  t h e  new c r u i s e  missiles and 
longe r - r ange  n u c l e a r  missiles t h e  U.S. wants  t o  p l a c e  t h e r e ,  u n l e s s  t h e  
U.S. a g r e e s  t o  t h e  r e sumpt ion  o f  arms t a l k s .  

How s e r i o u s  i s  t h e  A t l a n t i c  r i f t ?  I t ' s  obv ious  t h a t  it i s  p a s t  t h e  
s u p e r f i c i a l  s t a g e  and now i n t o  s u b s t a n c e .  The West German newspaper ,  
Bonner Rundschau, f o r  example,  r e p o r t e d  t h a t  t h e  c o n f l i c t  which arose 
i n  Bonn f o r e b o d e -  "pe rhaps  t h e .  beg inn ing  of  a f a t a l  s p l i t . ' '  The i n f l u e n -  
t i a l  n a t i o n a l  newsDauer, D i e  W e l t ,  con tended  t h a t  " t h e  A t l a n t i c  A l l i a n c e  
i s  i n  d a n g e r  o f  f a l l i n g . o u t  over b a s i c  q u e s t i o n s  of mater ia l  i n t e r e s t . "  

That  t h e  i s s u e s  i n v o l v e d  are deep  w a s  conf i rmed by W e s t  German C h a n c e l l o r  
Helmut Schmidt when he r e f e r r e d  t o  " t h e  d i s p u t e  o v e r  fundamenta l  i s s u e s  
of d e f e n s e  p o l i c i e s . "  The C h a n c e l l o r  w a s  e s p e c i a l l y  c r i t i c a l  of Wein- 
b e r g e r ' s  d i s m i s s a l  o f  t h e  supposed b e n e f i t s  o f  d e t e n t e ,  i n  which t h e  
Germans have a v e r y  s i z e a b l e  s t a k e  ( i . e .  keeping  open t enuous  t i e s  t o  E a s t  
Germany).

I n  West Germany, t h e r e  i s  a d e f i n i t e  sch ism deve lop ing  i n  t h e  c o u n t r y ' s  
r e a c t i o n  t o  t h e  new American p o s t u r e .  If a p o l l  i n  t h e  l i b e r a l  news 
weekly d e r  S p i e g e l  can  be b e l i e v e d ,  s i x t y  p e r  c e n t  o f  Germans i n t e r v i e w e d  
f e l t  t h a t  "Bonn shou ld  keep  i t s  d i s t a n c e "  f r o m  t h e  " h a r d e r  l i n e "  of  t h e  
United S t a t e s  a g a i n s t  t h e  S o v i e t  Union. T h i r t y - e i g h t  p e r  c e n t  suppor t ed  
t h e  ha rd  l i n e .  

The " s o f t "  approach  i s  f a v o r e d  by t h e  younger g e n e r a t i o n ,  u n f a m i l i a r  
p e r s o n a l l y  w i t h  t h e  h a r s h  r ea l i t i e s  o f  w a r .  Radical e l e m e n t s  among t h e  
young have led a r e c e n t  upsu rge  i n  ant i -American a c t i v i t i e s  i n c l u d i n g  
bombings of  U.S. m i l i t a r y  i n s t a l l a t i o n s .  

The s t r e n g t h e n e d  l e f t  wing o f  t h e  S o c i a l  Democratic P a r t y  i s  g i v i n g  
C h a n c e l l o r  Schmidt  a rough t i m e .  Some f e e l  Schmidt i s  b u t  an  "American 
l a c k e y . "  The l e f t - w i n g e r s  speak o f  t h e  " t w o  superpowers ' '  i n  t h e  same 
frame o f  r e f e r e n c e ,  a s  i f  Germany's f a t e  w e r e  n o t  a t t a c h e d  t o  one  of  
them. Many l e f t - w i n g  p o l i t i c i a n s  c u t  t h e i r  t e e t h  on t h e  ant i -U.S.  
r i o t i n g  i n  Germany d u r i n g  t h e  Vietnam era. They ascribe s i n i s t e r  mo t ives  
t o  t h e  U.S., b u t  g i v e  Moscow t h e  b e n e f i t  o f  e v e r y  doubt .  Even a Sovie t  
i n v a s i o n  o f  Poland  would n o t  l i k e l y  phase  them. 

The l e f t  i n  Germany and  e l s e w h e r e ,  however, composes by no means a 
u n i t e d  f r o n t .  And t h i s ,  s a y s  a Dutch d e f e n s e  o f f i c i a l ,  typifies E u r o p e ' s  
d i v i s i o n  as a whole.  "Many p o l i t i c i a n s  say  Eurorse must speak w i t h  one  
v o i c e , "  s a y s  W. F. van Eckelen .  "But i f  you a s k  what t h e  v o i c e  should  
s a y ,  t h e r e  i s  no answer."  

Europe s t i l l  i s  w a i t i n g  f o r  t h e  voice, or voices ,  t o  t e l l  it where it 
should  go. E i t h e r  t h e  leaders s t e p  f o r t h - - o r  -Western Europe s l i d e s  i n t o  
a n e u t r a l i z e d  b e a r  hug.
