A u s t r a l i a  R e p o r t s  Sunday, March 1 5 ,  w a s  a day  of  a n t i c i p a t i o n  and ex- 
c i t e m e n t  a s  members tuned  i n  t h e i r  t e l e v i s i o n  sets t o  see f o r  t h e  v e r y  
f i r s t  t i m e  i n  t h e  h i s t o r y  o f  God's Work i n  A u s t r a l i a ,  M r .  H e r b e r t  Armstrong 
p r o c l a i m i n g  t h e  good news of "The World T o m o r r o w . "  M r .  Arms t rong ' s  f i r s t  
programme, o u t l i n i n g  t h e  seven modern e v e n t s  i n v o l v i n g  Middle E a s t  an t ag -  
onism, w a s  o u t s t a n d i n g  i n  e v e r y  r e s p e c t .  

The World Tomor row programme is  now be ing  a i red  over f i f t e e n  t e l e v i s i o n  
s t a t i o n s  c o v e r i n g  m o s t  o f  A u s t r a l i a ,  and twenty-two r a d i o  s t a t i o n s .  The 
dynamic message p r e s e n t e d  by M r .

The c o n t i n u i n g  l o y a l  s u p p o r t  and renewed en thus i a sm of o u r  m e m b e r s  and 
co-workers i s  ev idenced  by an  e x c e l l e n t  i n c r e a s e  i n  income f o r  t h e  month-- 
up 54.9% over t h e  same month l a s t  y e a r .  Our y e a r - t o - d a t e  i n c r e a s e  now 
s t a n d s  a t  2 9 .

7 %  compared t o  
March one y e a r  ago and w e  have 1 2 2 1  a c t i v e  CC s t u d e n t s  compared t o  1 1 1 8  
i n  March 1980. 

L a t e  N e w s  E a r l y  r e p o r t s  from v a r i o u s  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  r e g i o n s  i n d i c a t e  ex-  
c e p t i o n a l  h o l y  day  o f f e r i n g s  and a t t e n d a n c e .  I n  Sou th  A f r i c a  a t t e n d a n c e  
w a s  up 11 .3%;  o f f e r i n g  up 31 .5%.  I n  Canada t h e  o f f e r i n g  w a s  up 36%. 
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What Mail Trends  A r e  Showing T h i s  Year

H i s  head w a s  g r o s s l y  m a l -  
formed--his s k u l l  from t h e  f r o n t  h a i r  l i n e ,  about  eye  l e v e l ,  t o  t h e  
back of t h e  head w a s  miss ing .  The s k i n  w a s  t h e r e  b u t  no bone. The 
d o c t o r  f e l t  t h a t  p a r t  of h i s  b r a i n  was undeveloped and scheduled a 
b r a i n  scan  f o r  t h e  n e x t  morning. H e  s a i d ,  "Even i f  h i s  b r a i n  w a s  
i n t a c t ,  i t  would t a k e  y e a r s  f o r  h i s  head t o  look  l i k e  a human s k u l l . "  
H i s  j a w  w a s  pushed back and s ideways,  and h i s  nose w a s  f l a t t e n e d  t o  
one s i d e .  

Things looked b l eak  indeed ,  so I called t h e  m i n i s t e r  i n  my church  
area and r eques t ed  p r a y e r s  f o r  t h e  baby. One hour a f t e r  t h e  r e q u e s t  
went o u t ,  he w a s  removed from t h e  machines as h i s  r e s p i r a t o r y  system 
had s t a b i l i z e d .  

I went home t h a t  evening  t o  rest  and when I r e t u r n e d  t h e  nex t  
morning, t h e  head R.N.  s a i d ,  "Come and see our  miracle baby." The 
b o y ' s  head w a s  p e r f e c t l y  formed, t h e  s k u l l  i n t a c t ,  h i s  j a w  l i n e  
normal and h i s  l i t t l e  nose s t r a i g h t e n e d  o u t .  
y e l l i n g ,  t e l l i n g  u s  he w a s  f i n e !  I t o l d  t h e  nu r se  o f  t h e  Church ' s  
p r a y e r s  and s h e  s a i d ,  " I t  could  o n l y  be an ac t  o f  God,'' and she  
s u r e  be l i eved  it!

I n  a sermon w e  heard r e c e n t l y ,  t h e  m i n i s t e r  mentioned how S a t a n  
p l a c e s  roadblocks  i n  f r o n t  o f  our  f a i t h  i n  o r d e r  t o  g e t  u s  t o  
t h i n k  t h a t  God w i l l  n o t  i n t e r v e n e  f o r  u s  when w e  have problems.

I medi ta ted  about  t h i s  sermon and then prayed t o  God t o  remove t h a t  
roadblock of S a t a n  (I had been ano in ted  s e v e r a l  t i m e s  f o r  my back 
p a i n ) ,  t o  i n c r e a s e  my f a i t h  and t a k e  away t h e  pa in .  When I arose 
t h e r e  w a s  no more p a i n  i n  my back. Our God i s  indeed m e r c i f u l  and 
lov ing .

She had a headache which 
became p r o g r e s s i v e l y  worse. By noon she became d e l i r i o u s  and a t  
t i m e s  would b lack  ou t .  H e r  eyes  tu rned  back i n  h e r  head and she 
w a s  unable t o  see. H e r  w r i s t s  tu rned  inward and became r i g i d .  She 
a lso l o s t  s e n s a t i o n  i n  h e r  l e g s .  

I c a l l e d  o u r  m i n i s t e r  who anoin ted  her and w i t h i n  a matter of 
minutes  h e r  e y e s i g h t  r e t u r n e d ,  p a r a l y s i s  l e f t ,  and she w a s  able 
t o  t a l k  r a t i o n a l l y .  However, he r  headache w a s  s t i l l  t h e r e ,  a l though 
n o t  so severe .

MASSIVE ARMS BUILDUP I N  MIDEAST TINDERBOX Fueled  by sales and g r a n t s  
from t h e  t w o  superpowers ,  t h e  U . S .  and t h e  Soviet  Union, t h e  v o l a t i l e  
Middle E a s t  i s  b r i s t l i n g  m o r e  t h a n  ever w i t h  huge amounts of s o p h i s -  
t i ca ted  weaponry. 

The most v i s i b l e  example of t h i s  i s  t h e  d e c i s i o n  r eached  by t h e  Reagan 
A d m i n i s t r a t i o n  t o  s e l l  f i v e  advanced a e r i a l  r a d a r  (AWACS) p l a n e s  and 
o t h e r  m i l i t a r y  equipment  t o  S a u d i  Arabia. The package i n c l u d e s  aer ia l  
r e f u e l i n g  t a n k e r s  p l u s  long-range  f u e l  t a n k s  and s o p h i s t i c a t e d  a i r - to-a i r  
missiles t o  be added t o  t h e  S a u d i s '  U.S . -bui l t  F-15 f i g h t e r s .  

P r e s i d e n t  Reagan w i l l  have a tough  t i m e  g e t t i n g  c o n g r e s s i o n a l  a p p r o v a l  o f  
t h e  package d u e  t o  t h e  s t r o n g  p r o - I s r a e l  lobby on C a p i t a l  H i l l .  I s rael  
h a s  s e n t  o u t  t h e  word t o  i t s  f r i e n d s  t o  f i g h t  t h e  package t o o t h - a n d - n a i l .  
T e l  A v i v  p r o b a b l y  would have backed off  on  t h e  Saud i  F-15 improvement 
program, b u t  t h e  AWACS d e a l  i s  s imply  too much. The Israelis f e a r  t h a t  
t h e  S a u d i s  w i l l  u s e  t h e s e  s o p h i s t i c a t e d  a i r b o r n e  radar c r a f t s  t o  spy  on 
I s rae l i  m i l i t a r y  a c t i o n s - - o r  even ,  i n  e v e n t  o f  w a r ,  t o  v e c t o r  (set t h e  
c o u r s e  o f )  S y r i a n  or o t h e r  A r a b  c r a f t  on a n t i - I s r a e l i  m i s s i o n s .  Former 
I s r ae l i  F o r e i g n  M i n i s t e r  A b b a  Eban c a l l s  t h e  AWACS p l a n e  "an  Arab eye  
i n  t h e  sky .  If 

Saud i  Arabia, meanwhile,  i s  making t h e  arms package a t es t  of  f u t u r e  U . S . -  
Saud i  r e l a t i o n s .  S a u d i  o f f i c i a l s  claim ( p r o b a b l y  c o r r e c t l y  as  of  now) 
t h a t  t h e  c r a f t  w i l l  n o t  b e  d i r e c t e d  a g a i n s t  I s r ae l .  Both t h e  S a u d i s  and 
Pentagon o f f i c i a l s  view t h e  d e a l  o n l y  a s  h e l p i n g  t h e  o i l - r i c h  d e s e r t  
kingdom de fend  i t s  v a s t  t e r r i t o r y  a g a i n s t  a f u t u r e  S o v i e t  t h r e a t .  I t  i s  
known now t h a t  t h e  S a u d i s  have k e p t  on pumping a n  e x t r a  m i l l i o n  b a r r e l s  
o f  o i l  a d a y  t h a n  n e c e s s a r y ,  h e l p i n g  t o  p roduce  t h e  c u r r e n t  wor ld  o i l  
g l u t  and t h u s  keeping  the i r  p r i c e s  l o w  ( $ 3 2  a b a r r e 1  v e r s u s  a n  a v e r a g e  
$36  f o r  OPEC)--all t o  win Washington ' s  f a v o r  f o r  t h e  a r m s  d e a l .  

An o f t e n  ove r looked  d a n g e r  i n  t h e  e n t i r e  a f f a i r  i s  t h i s :  What if t h i s  
equipment f a l l s  i n t o  t h e  wrong hands? 
t h e  F-15's and t h e  new 300 Leopard t a n k s  on o r d e r  f r o m  W e s t  Germany j u s t  
might  d e c i d e  t o  u s e  t h e i r  power t o  ove r th row t h e  S a u d i  r o y a l  f a m i l y .  
t h e y  might  be d e c i d e d l y  more a n t i - I s r a e l .  Such h a s  happened b e f o r e  i n  
t h e  A r a b  world. Co lone l  Q a d d a f i ' s  r e v o l u t i o n  i n  L ibya ,  f o r  example,  de- 
posed King Idris once  Q a d d a f i  w a s  p r o p e r l y  armed. 

Much h a s  been s a i d  a b o u t  how t h e  i n t r o d u c t i o n  of  U.S. manned f o r c e s  i n t o  
t h e  Middle E a s t  would d e s t a b i l i z e  t h e  r e g i o n .  But some e x p e r t s  now be- 
l i e v e  t h a t  U.S. o r  o t h e r  Western f o r c e s  o p e r a t i n g  t h i s  equipment  would 
l i k e l y  lead t o  less i n s t a b i l i t y  t h a n  n a t i v e  f o r c e s  armed w i t h  t h e  same 
equipment.  

The m i l i t a r y  p e o p l e  who w i l l  p i l o t

The Russ i ans  d o n ' t  t a k e  s u c h  r i s k s  i n  the i r  c l i e n t  s tates.  They have 
enormous s t o c k p i l e s  of weapons i n  Libya and S y r i a .  But t h e  R u s s i a n s  and 
t h e i r  E a s t  European a l l i e s  man t h e  m o s t  s o p h i s t i c a t e d  equipment  themse lves .  
I n  t h i s  manner, no d i s s i d e n t  group c a n  u s e  t h e  arms t o  ove r th row a pro- 
S o v i e t  government.  

The R u s s i a n s ,  f o r  t h e i r  p a r t ,  have g r e a t l y  a c c e l e r a t e d  t h e  war - foo t ing  
t h a t  t h e  e n t i r e  Middle E a s t  i s  on.  S y r i a ,  f o r  example,  now h a s  more 
t a n k s  t h a n  N a z i  Germany deployed  i n  i t s  1 9 4 1  i n v a s i o n  o f  Russ i a .  
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Libya i s  nothing but a massive arms depot f o r  Moscow. So much i s  stashed 
the re  t h a t  p a r t  of it i s  earmarked f o r  Russian use elsewhere i n  t h e  Middle 
E a s t  o r  Afr ica ,  ready t o  be a i r l i f t e d  a t  Moscow's orders .  

One remarkable evidence of the  awesome s i z e  of Soviet  m i l i t a r y  a i d  t o  
Libya is  t h i s  f a c t :  
bouring Chad a f e w  months back, they had so many a r t i l l e r y  p ieces ,  
m i s s i l e  launchers and tanks t h a t  they d id  n o t  bother t o  bring along 
p a r t s  t o  make r epa i r s .  Ins tead ,  they simply abandoned malfunctioning 
weapons f o r  brand-new equipment.
