B e s t  Feast Ever Preliminary reports i n d i c a t e  t h a t  w e  again had " the  
best Feast ever" i n  a l l  92 sites worldwide! I suppose some would say 
w e  are f o o l i s h  for f e e l i n g  every Feast is the  best ever ,  b u t  t h e  t r u t h  
is there would be something wrong i f  each weren't .  

Each year w e  should have learned  more of God's precious t r u t h ,  
increased i n  personal  sp i r i t ua l  growth and acquired a deeper 
understanding of t h e  meaning and va lue  of God's annual Holy Days. So 
each Feast  should n a t u r a l l y  c a r r y  a greater impact i n  impressing on our 
minds t h e  r e a l i t y  of t h e  soon r e t u r n  of Je sus  Chr is t  t o  r e s t o r e  t he  
government of God t o  t h e  dying earth. And t h i s  year  is c e r t a i n l y  no 
exception! A major h i g h l i g h t ,  of course,  was t h e  d i s t r i b u t i o n  of Mr. 
Armstrong's new book, "Mystery of t h e  Ages." Brethren from a l l  over 
have already been expressing the i r  apprec i a t ion  f o r  t he  book's clear 
and meaty p re sen ta t ion  of t h e  t r u t h  God has  revealed t o  H i s  Church f o r  
t h e  l a s t  ha l f  century through Mr. Armstrong. 

We were a l l  disappointed t h a t  
Mr. Armstrong was not  ab le  t o  I N  THIS ISSUE - 
speak l i v e  on the  microwave 
transmission t h i s  year. From Church Administration 
many comments were made h e r e  i n  
Pasadena during t h e  Feast about 
how powerful and c u r r e n t  Mail Processing update . . 
Mr. Armstrong's 1984 message was 
t h i s  year.  God's t r u t h  indeed is 
timeless! Many bre thren  and m i n i s t e r s  no t iced  t h a t  t h e  1984 message 
contained t h e  foundat ional  aspects of t h e  book "Mystery of t h e  Ages. " 
God's people around t h e  world have expressed the i r  concern f o r  
Mr. Armstrong's i l l n e s s .  I know he  appreciates a l l  your d i l i g e n t  
prayers  f o r  h i s  renewed h e a l t h  and s t r eng th .  

Tax Review A s  t h e  Feast h a s  now concluded, the end of the year r a p i d l y  
approaches. I t  is  time f o r  you m i n i s t e r s  i n  t h e  U.S.. t o  begin p u t t i n g  
your t a x  records i n  order  f o r  t h e  t a x  r e t u r n  you w i l l  need t o  f i l e  
e a r l y  next year.  Below are three items you need t o  consider i n  
preparing your 1985 r e tu rn .  

Housina Allowance Be sure  t o  review your housing allowance t o  be 
c e r t a i n  t h a t  what  you have set  aside is t h e  appropr i a t e  amount. 
Any amount t h a t  has  been set  aside and no.t spent  during t h e  year 
m u s t  be declared a s  income. On the o the r  hand, any amount spen t  
b u t  not  previously set  aside cannot now be deducted. If you f i n d  
yourself  i n  t h i s  s i t u a t i o n ,  you may want t o  consider f i l i n g  an 
updated M i n i s t e r i a l  Housing Allowance form. 
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Mon-hlv Expense Allotment Regarding t h e  monthly a l lo tment ,  when 
your a l lo tmen t  check is mailed, it is s e n t  in advance of p ro jec t ed  
expenses. A t  t h e  end of t h e  year ,  t h e  t o t a l  of a l l  a l lo tmen t  
checks  w i l l  be added t o  your W-2 form as income. Unless you can 
s u f f i c i e n t l y  j u s t i f y  t o  t h e  I R S  t h e  bus iness  expenses t h a t  match 
t h e  expense a l l o t m e n t s  you rece ived ,  you w i l l  need t o  pay t a x  on 
t h e  a l lo tments .  

The a l lo tmen t  check is t o  be used only  fo r  Church bus iness  
expenses. I f  you have r ece ived  more expense money than you 
a c t u a l l y  spent ,  you should r e t u r n  t h e  excess  t o  t h e  Church. I f  
you f i n d  t h a t  your a l lo tmen t  has  exceeded your expense by a large 
amount, you may need t o  cons ider  reducing t h e  a l lo tment .  If you 
want t o  do t h i s ,  please inc lude  a no te  t o  t h a t  effect  w i t h  your 
reimbursement check. 

Second T i t h e  Allotment Any unused a l lo tmen t  should be returned.  
Please make s e p a r a t e  c h e c k s  f o r  second t i t h e  funds and f o r  t h e  
monthly a l lo tment .  

W e  need t o  r ece ive  any reimbursement checks b~ December 16 i n  
order  t o  c red i t  t h e  amount t o  your W-2 s ta tement .  If  checks a r e  
no t  rece ived  by December 1 6 ,  your W-2 Statement w i l l  no t  ref lect  
t h e  r e tu rned  money, and you w i l l  have t o  pay on t h a t  amount. (You 
w i l l  need t o  estimate your expense needs f o r  t h e  res t  of t h e  year 
t o  know how much t o  r e tu rn . )  

International Feast Report With t h i s  i s s u e  w e  w i l l  begin inc luding  
one r e p o r t  per week from U.S. g u e s t  speakers who were ass igned  t o  
i n t e r n a t i o n a l  Feas t  s i tes.  This w e e k ' s  r e p o r t  ( fo l lowing)  is from Mr. 
Leroy N e f f ,  who served  a s  g u e s t  speaker a t  two Canadian sites, 
Pent ic ton  and V i c t o r i a .  

"Since Pent ic ton  became a Feast s i t e  back i n  t h e  1960s  w i t h  i t s  ' B i g  
Tent '  f o r  s e r v i c e s ,  I had heard of its beauty and wanted t o  a t t e n d  a 
Feas t  there. This was t h e  f i r s t  oppor tuni ty  f o r  my wife and m e  t o  see 
t h e  a r e a  and meet wi th  t h e  b re th ren  f o r  t h e  F e s t i v a l .  T h i s  small c i t y  
is loca ted  i n  a long narrow v a l l e y ,  w i t h  lakes  on both nor th  and south 
sides, which produces much n a t u r a l  beauty. The autumn weather was 
cool b u t  i nv igo ra t ing .  

"Services  have long s i n c e  been moved indoors  t o  more comfortable 
q u a r t e r s ,  b u t  mus t  be viewed by s e v e r a l  hundred people over c losed  
c i r c u i t  TV. About 2,500 people from fa r  and near a t tended.  

" A t  V ic to r i a ,  where w e  a t t ended  f o r  t h e  l a s t  p a r t  of t h e  Feast, w e  
were reminded of a v i s i t  dur ing t h e  summer of 1976. A t  t h a t  time we 
were impressed by t h e  b e a u t i f u l  and world-famous Bu tcha r t  Gardens, and 
t h e  r i o t  of c o l o r f u l  f lowers  i n  evidence. For t h e  f a l l  season w e  
expected l i t t l e  c o l o r ,  b u t  were s u r p r i s e d  by a s  much c o l o r  from t h e  
myriads of f lowers  t h a t  were blooming t h i s  l a t e  i n  t h e  year .  The 
f r equen t  r a i n s  m a k e  a l l  ' f o l i age  green and l u s h  f o r  t h i s  a r e a  of 
Canada. 
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"The downtown wa te r f ron t  would make one th ink  h e  were i n  England. The 
large Empress Hotel, b u i l t  dur ing t h e  f i r s t  decade of t h i s  cen tury ,  
and t h e  P r o v i n c i a l  Government b u i l d i n g s  are s t a t e l y  edifices of 
English rather than  American architecture. A l l  t h i s  and much more is 
loca ted  a c r o s s  from t h e  b e a u t i f u l  harbor.  

"Services  were h e l d  i n  t h e  e l e g a n t  Royal Theatre, which is one of only 
two 'Royal' t h e a t r e s  i n  Canada, I was t o l d .  About 1 , 5 0 0  b re th ren  
a t tended  t h i s  F e s t i v a l .  Because of t h e  s i z e  of t h e  meetinu h a l l .  
about 800 r e q u e s t s  f o r  t r a n s f e r  had t o  be denied f o r  t h i s  popu l i r  site 
i n  1985. 

"From our pe r spec t ive ,  t h e  Feast opera ted  smoothly, without any 
s e r i o u s  problem. I n  V i c t o r i a ,  s e r v i c e s  were i n t e r r u p t e d  b r i e f l y  by a 
woman from some o the r  church who appa ren t ly  wanted t o  t e l l  u s  how 
wrong we were. Her B i b l e  appa ren t ly  d i d  n o t  con ta in  I Cor in th ians  
14:34-35. The commotion d i d  n o t  hinder  t h e  s e r v i c e ,  b u t  i n s t e a d  
seemed t o  l i v e n  t h i n g s  u p  a b i t ,  and ended somewhat amusingly. 

" W e  were impressed more than ever be fo re  with t h e  love  and r e spec t  
t h a t  was shown t o  u s  a s  two r e p r e s e n t a t i v e s  from Pasadena. Everyone 
was g r e a t l y  d isappoin ted  t h a t  Mr. Armstrong was ill and n o t  able t o  
speak l i v e  on t h e  f i r s t  Holy Day. They c o n t i n u a l l y  asked u s  how he 
was doing and I was pleased t o  be able t o  g ive  almost d a i l y  progress  
r epor t s .  The sermons seemed ou t s t and ing  and s p i r i t u a l l y  ed i fy ing .  
The love,  f r i e n d l i n e s s  and u n i t y  ev iden t  was .most g r a t i f y i n g . "  

Thanks Thanks t o  a l l  of you for  your par t  i n  making t h i s  Feast so 
successful. Your y ie ldedness  t o  God makes it p o s s i b l e  f o r  H i s  S p i r i t  
t o  work i n  you t o  do H i s  good p leasure .  Keep u p  t h e  good w o r k 1  

I n  t e  r na t i o n a l  N e w s  

From Hr. Stan Bass August was a busy month f o r  t h e  Caribbean Regional 
Office. 

Augus t  14 through 22 found Mr. S tan  Bass and Business  Manager Bryan 
Weeks i n  England f o r  t a l k s  w i t h  Messrs. David Gunn, J e r r y  van de Wende 
and Tony Lodge about t h e  p r i n t i n g  and mail ing of t h e  Caribbean e d i t i o n  
of "The P l a i n  Tru th ."  

On t h e  way back t o  San Juan, Messrs. Bass and Weeks stopped i n  
Barbados. While there, Mr. Bass was able t o  meet w i t h  and o b t a i n  t h e  
permission of t h e  Barbados Postmaster General f o r  l o c a l  mai l ing of 
"The P l a i n  Tru th ."  I n  a d d i t i o n  t o  t h a t ,  w e  are now able t o  secure a 
mailing permit. This means t h a t  t h e  magazines w i l l  no t  have t o  be 
franked. They can be picked up  a t  Customs and taken d i r e c t l y  t o  t h e  
Post  Office f o r  mailing. Mr. Simpson h a s  rece ived  assurances  from t h e  
Cent ra l  Bank t h a t  t h e r e  w i l l  be no problem i n  paying f o r  t h e  magazines 
a s  long a s  t h e  documentation is i n  order .  

Good news from Bermuda, where w e  are  a l r eady  mai l ing  about 7,000 
magazines t o  par t s  of t h e  Caribbean and t d  Cent ra l  and South America. 
W e  now have permission t o  u s e  a mai l ing  permit, e l imina t ing  t h e  need 
t o  l u g  t h e  magazines up  t o  t h e  off ice  f o r  f ranking.  
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For some time now, w e  had been wondering whether Mr. Paul Brown would 
g e t  an ex tens ion  of h i s  H-3 Work Permi t .  W e  a re  happy t o  report t h a t  
h e  h a s  been given an eight-month ex tens ion .  T h i s  means t h a t  he  can 
s t a y  u n t i l  Apri l ,  1986. 

On t h e  f i r s t  Sunday i n  September t h e  World Tomorrow began t o  be seen 
on both channels  of t h e  Tr in idad  and Tobago Te lev i s ion  System. When 
Channel 2/13 broadcast t h e  World Tomorrow, w e  rece ived  56 responses,  
more. than twice t h e  number r ece ived  on t h e  o t h e r  channel 9/14. On t h e  
second Sunday, there were 1 1 4  responses  from t h e  new channel! 

We were r e c e n t l y  n o t i f i e d  by W S J U ,  which is  t h e  t e l e v i s i o n  s t a t i o n  i n  
San Juan over which w e  a i r  t h e  program, t h a t  w e  would have t o  accept a 
change of t i m e  f o r  t h e  broadcast .  W e  went from 8 : O O  a.m. Sunday t o  
7 : O O  a.m. t h e  same morning. This ear l ier  time seems t o  be fa r  less 
popular. I n s t e a d  of t h e  7 0  cal ls  o r  so which w e  u sua l ly  r e c e i v e  each 
month, t h i s  month w e  rece ived  only  31. W e  are  hoping t o  improve our 
time when w e  can. One b e n e f i t ,  which is perhaps somewhat hidden, is  
t h a t  we may now be reaching a completely d i f f e r e n t  audience. 

Overal l ,  t e l e v i s i o n  i n  t h e  Caribbean has  been successful. There a r e  
s e v e r a l  small markets which are no t  responding a s  we would hope, b u t  
we have had very good responses  cons ide r ing  t h e  minuscule s i z e  of t h e  
markets. So f a r  w e  have rece ived  5,833 responses  from our n ine  
t e l e v i s i o n  s t a t i o n s .

Announcement A s  you may be aware, there were n o t  enough cop ie s  of 
"Mystery of t h e  Ages" f o r  every member a t  some U.S. Feast s i t e s .  
Therefore,  any member head of household who d i d  n o t  r e c e i v e  a copy a t  
t h e  Feas t  should immediately c a l l  or write t o  Pasadena, exp la in ing  
t h a t  h e  d i d  n o t  r e c e i v e  h i s  copy a t  t h e  Feast. As a reminder, on ly  - one hardbound copy of t h e  book is  t o  be given per family or houshold. 

MPC Gears Up After a tremendously rewarding and r e f r e s h i n g  Feas t  of 
Tabernacles,  ,MPC is geared up t o  complete t h i s  record  year  f o r  
incoming responses.  Mail remained f a i r l y  heavy dur ing  t h e  Feast and 
phone ca l l s  continued a t  a near-record pace. A l l  personnel  are 
p i t ch ing  i n  t o  c l e a r  away t h e  backlog. W e  have a b o u t  500,000 pieces 
of mail and WATS cards t o  process.  
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There may be some de lays  i n  r o u t i n e  l i t e ra ture  mail ings.  However, 
v i s i t  requests and o t h e r  key items are  being given t o p  p r i o r i t y  and 
processed a s  soon as  possible. 

WATS Callbacks Every week,  dozens of s u b s c r i b e r s  phone i n  on t h e  WATS 
l i n e s  w i t h  simple B i b l e  ques t ions ,  h e a l t h  o r  personal  problems and 
prayer requests. They leave  the i r  phone numbers and a s k  t o  be 
contacted by a min i s t e r .  

The m i n i s t e r s  who r e t u r n  these cal ls  a re  wel l - t ra ined  and work under 
t h e  supe rv i s ion  of the Personal  Correspondence Department t o  ensu re  
t h a t  everyone speaks w i t h  one voice.  These men make s h o r t  ca l l s  t o  
ind iv idua l s  p o i n t i n g  them t o  f u r t h e r  l i t e r a t u r e  and, when appropr i a t e ,  
t o  t h e  min i s t e r  i n  t h e i r  area. Most people are  very g r a t e f u l  t o  
r ece ive  a ca l l  from Pasadena. They appreciate t h e  care and concern 
shown t o  them. Many exclaim: "You mean you are  c a l l i n g  a l l  t h e  way 
from Ca l i fo rn ia?  That's very though t fu l  of youl"  

Ca l l ing  t h e  person is o f t e n  more e f f e c t i v e  than  w r i t i n g  a l e t t e r .  
Moreover, it even costs the Work less  i n  time and money. Over t h e  
past four years ,  about 5,000 callbacks have been made. Curren t ly ,  w e  
average a b o u t  50 such  ca l l s  per  week.
