Tomorrow" f e a t u r i n g  David Hulme. W e  were p leased  t o  see t h e  same s t r o n g  
response w e  had been r e c e i v i n g  f o r  t h e  p a s t  s e v e r a l  months c a r r y  r i g h t  
over  f o r  t h e  new program. The f i r s t  program "What W i l l  t h e  F u t u r e  
Bring?" o f f e r e d  t h e  new book le t  "Who o r  What Is t h e  P r o p h e t i c  Beast?" 
and brought i n  19,332 ca l l s  f o r  t h e  weekend. Mr. Rice r e p o r t e d  t h a t  
t h i s  t o t a l  is 31% above t h e  1985 average ,  and is t h e  n i n t h  h i g h e s t  
response ever!  

Th i s  e x c e l l e n t  response demonst ra tes  a smooth t r a n s i t i o n  from Mr. 
Herbert Armstrong's programs t o  t h e  new telecasts wi th  l i t t l e  o r  no 
r educ t ion  i n  t h e  viewing audience.

Here i n  Pasadena, we were praying  e a r n e s t l y  f o r  
t h e i r  s a f e t y ,  as w e l l  as  f o r  t h e  s a f e t y  of a l l  God's people  i n  Hai t i .  
W e  rece ived  word on Monday morning t h a t  everyone was safe and Mr. 
Apar t ian  had been able t o  g e t  t h e  l a s t  seat  on t h e  l a s t  p l ane  o u t  b e f o r e  
t h e  a i r p o r t  was c losed .  H i s  r e p o r t  on t h e  t r i p  fo l lows  i n  t h i s  issue. 
P lease  remember t h e  b r e t h r e n  i n  Haiti  dur ing  t h i s  time of t r i a l  and 
u n c e r t a i n t y  f o r  them. (And remember i n  p raye r  ou r  b r e t h r e n  i n  t h e  
P h i l i p p i n e s .  Violence i n  connec t ion  wi th  t h e  February 6 e l e c t i o n  is 
a l r e a d y  being r e p o r t e d  a s  I wri te . )  
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people to draw closer &g Him. Let your sermons, Bible studies and 
personal counselings reflect a wholehearted. convicted, deeply committed 
attitude toward God, His Church, His Work and His government. Remember 
that your example is paramount to leading God's people properly and 
effectively. God has made you a shepherd of His flock. That is an 
awesome responsibility.

International News 

From Dibar Apartian My trip was both profitable and surprising. 

In Fort-de-France, Martinique, at the first public conference, there 
were 106 new people who seemed very interested. 

Sunday morning was the second public conference in Fort-de-France, and 
this one was even more successful than the first: 125 new people were 
present. 

In Martinique, we are still very well known, despite the fact that our 
radio program has been discontinued on Radio Caribbean for some time 
now. We are currently on two or three small independent FM stations, 
and even though the reception is limited, the programs are producing 
fruit. 

Wednesday morning at the airport, when I was leaving Martinique for 
Guadeloupe, I happened to run into Mr. Garon, one of the directors of 
Radio Caribbean! He asked me why our program was no longer on the air: 
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"Your v o i c e  woke up t h e  e n t i r e  i s l a n d  e v e r y  morning, w i th  your appea l  
f o r  r i g h t e o u s n e s s  and decency,"  h e  t o l d  me! 

Thursday evening ,  i n  Guadeloupe, w e  b roke  a l l  records. The confe rence  
was set  fo r  7 : O O  p.m.,  and even though t h e  b u s  s e r v i c e  h e r e  ends  a t  8 : O O  
p.m., 186 new peop le  a t t e n d e d !  Mr. Carbonnel t o l d  m e  when I a r r i v e d  
t h a t  s e v e r a l  o t h e r s  had called who would have been t h e r e  i f  n o t  f o r  t h e  
t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  problems. 

The n e x t  evening ,  r e a l i z i n g  what a problem t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  was f o r  t h e  
people ,  w e  expec ted  a smaller turn-out .  Besides t h i s ,  t h e r e  was a 
c a r n i v a l  t a k i n g  p l a c e  t h i s  same evening  i n  t h e  same b u i l d i n g ,  caus ing  a 
l o t  of racket1 Those who had come cou ld  n o t  even e n t e r  t h e  b u i l d i n g !  

A t  t h e  l a s t  minute ,  t h e  you ths  i n  t h e  Church made p o s t e r s  s ay ing :  
"Conference of  Mr. Dibar A p a r t i a n , "  t o  d i rec t  t h e  people .  W e  had t o  
d e l a y  t h e  confe rence  fo r  a n o t h e r  ha l f -hour ,  b u t  d e s p i t e  a l l  t h i s ,  a 
t o t a l  of 1 2 2  new peop le  were i n  a t tendance--and t h a t  is remarkable! 

F r iday  morning, Mr. Carbonnel and I l e f t  f o r  H a i t i .  W e  had a l r e a d y  
heard  on t h e  r a d i o  t h e  evening  b e f o r e  t h a t  t h e  s i t u a t i o n  was 
d e t e r i o r a t i n g  on t h e  " P e a r l  of t h e  West I n d i e s . "  A l l  t h e  same, Mr. 
Hal ford  was supposed t o  be t h e r e  a l r e a d y ,  and I cou ld  n o t  s t a y  back and 
abandon him i n  t h i s  moment of crisis!  I t  was n o t  u n t i l  I a r r i v e d  i n  
Hai t i  t h a t  I l e a r n e d  t h a t  he ,  as w e l l  as t h e  employees a t  t h e  o f f i c e  i n  
Pasadena and s e v e r a l  o t h e r  m i n i s t e r s ,  had t r i ed  t o  c o n t a c t  m e  i n  
Guatelopue t o  t e l l  m e  t o  c a n c e l  my t r i p  t o  Hai t i !  Mr. Hal ford  h imse l f  
was i n  M i a m i  and cou ld  n o t  c o n t i n u e  on t o  H a i t i .  

A r r i v i n g  i n  Port-au-Prince,  Mr. Carbonnel  and I i n s t a n t l y  f e l t  t h e  
t e n s i o n  i n  t h e  a i r .  F i r s t  o f  a l l ,  t h e  u s u a l  H a i t i a n s  were n o t  on t h e  
a i r f i e l d  watching t h e  a i r p l a n e s .  I n s t e a d ,  t h e r e  were armed guards .  

Mr. Jove  and Mr. F r a n k l i n  t o l d  m e  t h a t  w e  would n o t  be able t o  ho ld  t h e  
p u b l i c  confe rence  and t h a t  I shou ld  t u r n  around and l e a v e  t h e  i s l a n d  as  
soon as p o s s i b l e .  But how would I f i n d  an  a i r p l a n e  l e a v i n g  Hai t i !  The 
a i r p o r t  was s t i l l  open, b u t  most of  t h e  f l i g h t s  were cance led ;  t h e r e  
were o n l y  two f l i g h t s  t o  M i a m i ,  and bo th  were booked s o l i d .  

After w a i t i n g  an  hour  i n  t h e  s tand-by l i n e ,  I was t o l d  a t  t h e  v e r y  l a s t  
minute t h a t  t h e r e  was s t i l l  one f r e e  seat  i n  an " A i r  Ha i t i "  p l a n e ,  which 
was 45 minutes  l a t e  i n  t a k i n g  o f f .  So I was f i n a l l y  ab le  t o  l e a v e  t h e  
i s l a n d ,  where t h e  s i t u a t i o n  is st i l l  u n c e r t a i n  and dangerous.  

"And what became of Mr. Carbonnel ,  whom I had t o  l e a v e  i n  Hai t i?"  you 
a s k .  I was able t o  t e l e p h o n e  him Sunday n i g h t .  H e  t o l d  m e  t h a t  t h e y  
had assembled p r i v a t e l y  f o r  t h e  Sabbath ,  and t h a t  t h i n g s  seemed calm f o r  
t h e  moment. The t h e a t r e  where I was t o  h o l d  t h e  pub l i c  confe rence  had 
been c l o s e d  f o r  t h r e e  days ,  l i k e  a l l  t h e  o t h e r  p u b l i c  e s t a b l i s h m e n t s .  
All t h e  same, Mr. Carbonnel had gone there Sa tu rday  n i g h t ,  j u s t  i n  case 
anybody had shown up. To h i s  g r e a t  surprise,  t h e r e  were more t h a n  1 0 0  
people  wai t ing. . .of  cour se ,  t h e y  a l l  unders tood  t h e  s i t u a t i o n  and 
r e t u r n e d  t o  t h e i r  homes!

TRIBUTE TO MR. ARMSTRONG BREAKS lOO,OOO; NEW TELECAST BRINGS 19,332 
CALLS: GOOD GROWTH CONTINUES: COMMENTS ABOUT MR. ARMSTRONG 

Tribute to Wr. Armstrong Breaks 100,000 W e  are p l e a s e d  t o  r e p o r t  t h a t  
responses  t o  t h i s  s p e c i a l  telecast  have now passed  lOO,OOO. S i n c e  t h e  
program was i n i t i a l l y  aired,  c a l l s  have con t inued  t o  come i n  a t  a s t e a d y  
pace. For example, an  a d d i t i o n a l  4,000 v iewers  called t h i s  weekend 
(February 1-2) t o  request MYSTERY OF THE AGES. Most of t h e s e  ca l le rs  
were doing  double duty--they were responding  t o  Mr. H u l m e ' s  program, b u t  
a l s o  a s k i n g  f o r  Mr. Armstrong 's  book because t h e y  were unable  t o  g e t  
through on t h e  p r e v i o u s  weekend. ( A  small number a l so  came from 
s t a t i o n s  which showed t h e  s p e c i a l  telecast  one w e e k  l a t e r . )  

I n c i d e n t a l l y ,  ove r  7 ,000  l e t t e r  r e sponses  t o  " T r i b u t e  t o  Mr. Armstrong" 
have been r ece ived .  T h i s  b r i n g s  t h e  combined t o t a l  t o  ove r  1078000. 
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New Telecast Brings 19,332 Calls Mr. David Hulme's stimulating 
inaugural telecast "What Will the Future Bring?" brought in 19,332 calls 
on February 1-2. This total is 31 percent above the 1985 weekend 
average. Only eight other telecasts have produced higher responses. 

This fine response seems to indicate a smooth transition from Mr. 
Armstrong's programs to the new telecasts, with no reduction in the 
viewing audience. 

Many offered favorable comments about Mr. Hulme and his presentation.
